Comments from the public on the motion will be accepted until December 14, 2003.

Summary


Proposed Motion 2003-0??? identifies three projects King County proposes to be funded under Title III of Public Law 106-363, the Secure Rural Schools and Community Self Determination Act of 2000.  The proposed Title III funding will provide partial support for each of the following projects:

· A youth education program, administered by the Washington State University Cooperative Extension and Earthcorps, which will provide leadership training and technical skills in forestry and forest restoration to young adults and high school students; and

· An urban and community forestry program in the Water and Land Resources Division, which will conserve and restore urban forest resources by providing technical assistance and grants for community forestry projects; and

· Search and rescue service provided by the King County Sheriff's Office for incidents on federal land.
