This letter transmits an ordinance authorizing the King County Executive to enter into interlocal cooperation agreement amendments with the cities of Normandy Park, Snoqualmie and Seattle to provide for the disbursement of Conservation Futures tax levy (CFT) funds authorized by the first and second fiscal quarter 2011 supplemental budget ordinances, Ordinances 17073 and 17181 respectively. These funds help protect the quality of life in our region and further the goals of the Strategic Plan by preserving open space in King County.
This ILA authorization ordinance is required in order for the County to distribute CFT funds to applicable cities for approved CFT projects. These projects are described in Attachment B to the ordinance. These urban open space acquisition projects help growing cities preserve habitat areas or provide accessible open spaces in a designated urban center. The projects will help these King County cities to achieve park and open space goals set forth in local comprehensive plans, as envisioned in Washington State Growth Management Act.
