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SUBJECT:

A briefing on the 2003 GMPC Work Schedule.

BACKGROUND:

The Growth Management Planning Council (GMPC) is a formal body comprised of elected officials from King County, Seattle, Bellevue, the Suburban Cities, and special districts.  It was created by an interlocal agreement in 1990 in response to the adoption of the Washington State Growth Management Act.  The Countywide Planning Policies (CPPs) were drafted by the GMPC and ratified by King County, Seattle and the Suburban Cities.  These policies serve as the regional framework for each individual jurisdiction’s Comprehensive Plan.  Changes to the CPPs are recommended by the GMPC, adopted by the King County Council, and ratified by the cities.

The GMPC meets on an as-needed basis at the Puget Sound Regional Council in downtown Seattle (1011 Western Avenue, 5th floor Board Room).  The GMPC work schedule and meeting agendas are set by the Executive Committee, which consists of one representative from each of four caucuses (King County, Seattle, Bellevue, and Suburban Cities).  The GMPC is staffed by an interjurisdictional team with representatives from each caucus.

SUMMARY:

On March 26, the GMPC will review a proposed work schedule for 2003 (Attachment #1).  The major work item will be the ten year Urban Growth Area (UGA) review.  The state Growth Management Act requires King County and the cities within King County to review the UGA once every ten years.  Any actions recommended by the GMPC will be sent to the King County Council for review and adoption, and then to the cities for ratification.
