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SUBJECT:   A briefing on Youth Violence: Key Coordinating Activities and Initiatives of Local, Regional and Federal Law Enforcement 

SUMMARY:   

Though King County and its cities have experienced some of the lowest crime rates in forty years, juvenile violent crime has remained constant and most recently has resulted in an increase in tragic fatalities.
Seattle has launched a youth violence prevention initiative but is also working closely with other local and federal law enforcement agencies.  These agencies are coordinating on information sharing and grant applications.    Many new partnerships are being formed and there are several coordinating and planning groups operating in King County and statewide to address youth violence including: the Violent Gang Task Force; the Gang Investigation Work Group; Gang Emphasis Team Email; King County Community Organizing Program and the Governor’s Office Work Group. 
The briefing by local and possibly federal law enforcement representatives will cover youth violence crime statistics in King County; an overview of the Seattle Youth Violence Prevention Initiative and the role of law enforcement; grants supporting law enforcement in the area of youth violence; the work of various coordinating and planning groups and other activities related to youth violence.
