SUBJECT:  Proposed Motions 2007-0423, 2007-0424, and 2007-0422 are motions confirming the Executive’s appointments of Dr. Alfred Lewis, Bret Stewart and Margaret Birdsey to the King County Board for Developmental Disabilities.

SUMMARY:

2007-0423:  Dr. Alfred Lewis – The Executive has appointed Dr. Alfred Lewis to a three-year term expiring March 31, 2010.  Dr. Lewis is a graduate of the University of Nebraska of Omaha where he received a Bachelor of Arts Degree in Criminal Justice; Walla Walla College where he studied Education Paraprofessional; Eastern Washington University, School of Social Work & Human Services where he received a Masters Degree in Social Work; Eastern Washington University, School of Education where he received a Graduate Degree in Education; and the Fielding Graduate University, School of Leadership & Change where he received a Doctor of Education  Degree.  Dr. Lewis is currently a Paraprofessional Special Education Teacher at Totem Middle School with the Federal Way Public Schools.  He is also working on a project with the Fielding Graduate University as a Research Coordinator and Grant Writer for the Educational Leadership and Change Department for a proposal on a “Tribal Leadership Grant”.

2007-0424:  Bret Stewart – The Executive has appointment Bret Stewart to a partial term expiring March 31, 2009.  Mr. Stewart is a graduate of the University of Washington where he received a Bachelors of Business Administration Degree.  Mr. Stewart is currently President of CenterTwist Inc. which owns and operates nine Auntie Anne’s Pretzel Franchises.  He also is a member of the Washington Restaurant Association, Washington Vocational Services, Children’s Hospital Business Relations council and the Governor’s Committee on Disability Issues and Employment.
2007-0422:  Margaret Birdsey – The Executive has appointed Margaret Birdsey to a partial term expiring March 31, 2009.  Ms. Birdsey is a graduate of NW Michigan College where she graduated in General Studies.  She is also a Board member of the city of Issaquah’s Community Center.

BACKGROUND:  The 15 member Developmental Disabilities Board is mandated by K.C.C. 2.32.020.  Members serve three-year terms.  Board members represent public, private or voluntary agencies, local governmental units which participate in a program for individuals with a developmental disability, and private citizens knowledgeable or interested in services to the developmentally disabled in the community.  The Board works on behalf of developmentally disabled persons and their families, helping to plan and coordinate local services and serving as a public information and referral source.
