SUBJECT:  A MOTION confirming the Executive's appointment of Francisco Ivarra, who resides in council district four, to the King County Veterans Citizen Levy Oversight Board.
SUMMARY:  

Proposed Motion 2013-0065:  The Executive has appointed Francisco Ivarra to a three year term on the King County Veterans Citizen Levy Oversight Board, expiring on December 31, 2015.  Mr. Ivarra graduated from Western Washington University, with a Bachelor of Arts in Sociology and Ethnic Studies and a Master of Arts in Sociology and Anthropology.  He currently serves on various state and national boards and committees and has established excellent working relations with corporate America, the Department of Veterans Affairs and other governmental agencies in his state and in Washington, DC.  He volunteered to serve in Vietnam where he served with the Americal Division 196th Light Infantry Brigade.  He is a combat veteran, Purple Heart recipient and a member of various military organizations.  He is also a recipient of many local, state and National awards. He has been a member of the Veterans Outreach Program of Illinois, the Hispanic War Veterans of America and the American GI Forum, the largest Hispanic veteran’s organization in the United States for thirty-six years.  He is also a veteran’s advocate.
BACKGROUND:

Ordinance 15279 and 15406 established the King County Veterans Citizen Oversight Board.  These ordinances stipulate that this board shall consist of 9 council nominated positions, with each councilmember nominating one person to represent their district on the board, as well as three Executive nominations from among the members of the King County Veterans Advisory Board.  This board was established to monitor levy proceeds designated for services for veterans, military personnel and their families ensuring it is in accordance with the adopted levy service improvement plan.
