NOTICE OF ENACTMENT

 ORDINANCE 14375


NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN, that King County has enacted Ordinance 14375 (Proposed Substitute Ordinance 2002-0135).  Ordinance 14375 was adopted by the King County Council on June 10, 2002 and was signed by the King County Executive on June 18, 2002.  King County provides this notice of adoption and enactment pursuant to RCW 36.70A.290(2)(b).

SUMMARY


Ordinance 14375 adopts the new transportation concurrency map and the new monitored zones table, and repeals Ordinance 14177, Sections 2 an 3.  The transportation concurrency program uses the map as a tool for ensuring that the county’s transportation infrastructure is adequate to meet the needs of new development, as measured by the Transportation Adequacy Measurement (TAM) and Critical Link standards.

Ordinance 14375 amends the King County Code to require the review of the concurrency map and monitored zones table once per year as part of the Roads Capital Improvement Program budget process.  Ordinance 14375 also states the Council’s intention to review alternative methods for evaluating concurrency.  To assist in this process, Ordinance 14375 directs the King County Department of Transportation to provide the Council with information on these alternative methods, on possible revisions to the concurrency program, and on the capital improvements needed to permit development in zones inside the urban growth boundary that are closed to development.
