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Background:  

The King County docket was established in 1998 as a means for citizens to register comments on or to propose consideration of changes to the King County Comprehensive Plan (KCCP) and associated development regulations. The docket is open continuously, however, each September 30th the items registered in the previous twelve months are compiled into the annual docket report transmitted to the council on December 1st.  In the report, executive staff provides a written resonse to the docketed items and outlines recommendations for action.

OVERVIEW:  

The 2002 Docket Report contains a total of ten requests.  Five seek redesignation from Rural to Urban to allow for annexations. Another seeks redesignation from Rural to Rural Neighborhood to allow commercial or industrial development along the Redmond-Fall City Road. Yet another seeks redesignation of about 240 acres within the Forest Production District to Rural to allow residential development.

Two requests affect properties within the Urban Growth Area. One is a redesignation and rezone for a small parcel within the city of Auburn Potential Annexation Area (Lea Hill) from Urban Residential to Commercial. Another is a redesignation and rezone for property within the city of Snoqualmie Urban Growth Area, from Rural City Urban Growth Area to Urban Residential and Urban Reserve to R-4, respectively.

The executive staff does not recommend action on the requests described above.  However, the executive staff recommends that one request be forwarded for consideration in the 2004 King County Comprehensive Plan update.  This request would remove properties designated Rural from the Sammamish Valley Agricultural Production District (APD).

	A request to change the land use designation from Rural to Urban. A zone classification allowing five homes per acre is also requested. The property is currently designated Rural Residential and zoned RA-5.

	This request is inconsistent with King County Comprehensive Plan Policy R-103 which states the Rural Area is considered permanent and shall not be redesignated unless reviewed pursuant to the Growth Management Act and the Countywide Planning Policies. No changes are recommended for the subject property.

Bob Johns
	A request for a land use redesignation within the Rural City Urban Growth Area for the City of Snoqualmie. The requested zoning is R-4, residential development at four homes per acre. The property is currently zoned UR, Urban Reserve - one home per five acres.

	This request is inconsistent with King County Comprehensive Plan policy R-402. This policy calls for residential development within a Rural City UGA to be one home per five acres or less until the area is annexed into the city. No changes are recommended for the subject property.

Wesley Seibold
	A request to change the land use designation from Rural to Urban. The property owner also requests annexation by the City of Maple Valley. The property is currently designated Rural Residential and zoned RA-5.

	This request is inconsistent with King County Comprehensive Plan Policy R-103 which states the Rural Area is considered permanent and shall not be redesignated unless reviewed pursuant to the Growth Management Act and the Countywide Planning Policies. No changes are recommended for the subject property.

	A request to modify the boundaries of the Sammamish Valley Agricultural Production District (APD). The applicant requests that all property currently zoned Rural within the APD be removed from the APD. No change in zoning is requested.

	This is a request to remove about 240 acres of land from the Forest Production District (FPD) and redesignate the land Rural Residential. The existing zoning is F - Forestry and the requested zoning is RA-10.

	This request is inconsistent with King County Comprehensive Plan policy R-520. This policy recognizes the long-term nature of a Forestry designation. The policy states that lands may be removed from an FPD only through a subarea planning process and only to recognize areas with historical retail commercial uses.
