SUMMARY

Proposed Ordinance Relating to Technical Amendments to the Zoning Code

This summary applies to the draft dated April 27, 1999 and fulfills the state Growth Management Act and King County Ordinance 13147 requirement for a "plain language" summary.  

The proposed ordinance relates to technical amendments to the Zoning Code.  The ordinance would amend 1) K.C.C. 21A.04.120 to correct a reference to “residents” that incorrectly was adopted as residences; 2) K.C.C. 21A.08.070 to correct a citation on “used goods” as a allowed retail land use in some zones; 3) K.C.C. 21A.24.075 to correct grammar and format inconsistencies and to simplify language; and 4) K.C.C. 21A.34.040 to correct grammar and format inconsistencies and to correct a section reference.

The purpose of this ordinance is to improve the clarity and consistency of the Zoning Code by making format, typing and code cross-reference corrections.  The proposed ordinance does not change the requirements or the intent of any section of code.
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
