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Council to Hold Public Hearing on Transfer of 

Parks and Surface Water Facilities to Renton
The Metropolitan King County Council will hold a public hearing on December 11, 2006 to take testimony on a proposed ordinance 2006-0557 transferring the parks, greenbelt, and trail properties and surface water management facilities in the unincorporated East Renton Plateau from King County to the City of Renton should voters approve a ballot measure in February to annex to the city.  

These properties and facilities, listed below, are currently located within the potential annexation area of the City of Renton.

An agreement was reached to make the transfer as part of the county’s Annexation Initiative. The transfer agreement provides for King County to transfer ownership of the facilities upon the effective date of the annexation of the East Renton Plateau community to the city of Renton, assuming voters approve a ballot measure in February on whether to annex to the city in March 2007. 

Following the transfer, the parks, greenbelt, and trail properties will be used for such and continue to be available to the general public.  The City will assume ownership and full and complete responsibility for the operation, maintenance, repairs, and any subsequent improvements to the drainage facilities.
