This letter transmits a motion for review which adopts the second milestone report on the analysis of transfer system needs and capacity, as specified in Ordinance 14971.  The analysis was performed by applying the criteria developed for the first milestone report – Transfer System Level of Service Evaluation Criteria and Standards – to each of the five transfer stations being evaluated.  Per Ordinance 14971, this report is also being sent to the King County Regional Policy Committee.
The motion is supported by the Analysis of System Needs and Capacity report prepared by the Solid Waste Division of the Department of Natural Resources and Parks in collaboration with the Interjurisdictional Technical Staff Group, the Metropolitan Solid Waste Management Advisory Committee, and the King County Solid Waste Advisory Committee.  The report provides the results of applying the evaluation criteria.  The motion is being transmitted at this time to meet the April 15, 2005 due date established in Motion 12055.
This report is the second in a series of four milestone reports that will evaluate the regional solid waste system and help us prepare for the future of solid waste transfer and disposal, including the transition to waste export.  The next step in the process will be to develop an analysis of public/private ownership and operation options for transfer and intermodal facilities. This analysis will be reported to the King County Council in the Analysis of Options for Public and Private Ownership and Operation on June 30, 2005.
