Dear Councilmember Gossett:

Enclosed for King County Council consideration is an ordinance approving the City of Pacific (City) General Sewer Plan Update (Plan), December 2010. Approval of the Plan is required under King County Code (K.C.C.) chapter 13.24 as a prerequisite to granting county right-of-way franchises and construction permits. Approval of the Plan is also required under K.C.C. chapter 28.84 as the City is a component agency of the regional wastewater system. The Utilities Technical Review Committee (UTRC) recommends approval of the Plan as it is consistent with the King County Comprehensive Plan and the K.C.C.  
On December 20, 2010, the City issued a Determination of Nonsignificance for the Plan in accordance with the State Environmental Policy Act. There were no appeals.
An enclosed matrix provides additional information regarding the City’s compliance with K.C.C. requirements and consistency with the King County Comprehensive Plan.
