Dear Councilmember Sullivan:
Enclosed for the Council review and approval, is the 2nd Quarter Omnibus Capital Improvement Project Ordinance for 2003.  The ordinance includes technical corrections, provides additional appropriation authority and assigns project numbers to previously approved projects.  

There is also included as a part of this legislative package, an ordinance to provide additional appropriation authority to the Harborview Bond Project, an ordinance to provide budget authority for the pre-design and design phase of the Transit Control Center, and budget authority for the Integrated Security Project.  These supplemental requests each have a separate cover letter and attachment.

2nd Quarter Omnibus Ordinance Items
Parks, Recreation and Open Space (Fund 3160) - ($22,490)

The Parks Division in conjunction with the Prosecuting Attorney's Office, felt it prudent to consolidate the remaining two existing Northshore project(s) under one unified and re-scoped CIP project.  The proposed project scope is as follows: 

“Development of at least two synthetic athletic fields on land owned by the Northshore School District, the cities of Bothell or Woodinville, or other appropriate entities.”   

The rescope and project consolidation is is in response to the finalization of agreements and negotiations with the Northshore Soccer Association and Northshore School District, where the properties involved have changed with several acquisition and development projects.

Northshore Soccer Property - ($789,598)

Northshore Master Plan - ($40,443)

Northshore Field Improvements - $807,551

SWM CIP Non Bond Sub-fund (Fund 3292) - $1,811,251

NDA Retrofit Disappropriation - ($50,000) - The disappropriation implements a Council proviso that required $50,000 to be transferred in support of the Westhill area drainage and habitat improvements.  (See project below)

Westhill Habitat and Drainage - $50,000 - The project provides appropriation authority for habitat and drainage improvements in the Westhill area of King County.

Coal Creek Stabilization - $495,000 - The project sets up separate project to track expenditures made for the stabilization of sites in accordance with the settlement of the Oki lawsuit.  Funds from the legal settlement were received in 2002.

Mullen Slough Restoration - $25,000 - The appropriation authority supports the continued site restoration project at Mullen Slough.  The project is supported in part by National Fish & Wildlife Foundation grant funds with remaining King Conservation District (KCD) grant funds.

WRIA 9 - $267,333 - High priority natural resource protection project, fully revenue backed by KCD.  The King Conservation District fee assesses $5 per parcel annually of which $3 is distributed to the WRIAs for the funding of high priority projects.  Attached is a list of King County CIP projects the WRIA 9 forum and the District have deemed high priority and have been approved for 2003 funding.

WRIA 7 - $148,750 - High priority natural resource protection project, fully revenue backed by KCD.  The King Conservation District fee assesses $5 per parcel annually of which $3 is distributed to the WRIA's for the funding of high priority projects.  Attached is a list of King County CIP projects the WRIA 7 forum and the District have deemed high priority and have been approved for 2003 funding.

0B1796 - Rural ADAP - ($258,660)

0A1801 - ADAP Rural - $258,660

The creation of Rural ADAP, 0B1796, (Agricultural Drainage Assistance Program) began when it was a "project" under Rural ADAP, 0A1796, (Neighborhood Drainage Assistance Program).  Subsequently, it has developed into its own program.  The 2003 appropriation for Rural ADAP used 0A1801 (as its parent project).  Both projects 0B1796 and 0A1801 serve as parent project number for Rural ADAP.  Both uses program number 1801.  As a result, having two-parent project numbers for Rural ADAP causes confusion for project and fiscal management.

Dumas Bay Eelgrass – ($124,832) – This eelgrass restoration project is revenue backed by Open Space fund balance in Fund 3522.  Cancellation of this project combined with the corresponding cancellation of the revenue transfer project in Fund 3522 allows for reprogramming of Fund 3522 resources in support of the proposed Branson Nearshore Acquisition project (see Fund 3522 narrative).  The WRIA 9 stakeholder committee supports this transfer of resources in support of the high priority Branson Nearshore Acquisition. 

Capital Acquisition/Renovation  (Fund3346) - $3,450

The increase in appropriation authority supports for finance charges.

Major Maintenance Reserve Fund (Fund 3421) - $0

The disappropriation and reappropriation supports the acceleration of the following projects:

Federal Way District Court Exterior Wall Replacement ($283,129) - The project is no longer viable given the closure of the facility.  The disappropriation will support the following three projects:

SW District Court Parking Lot Repairs - $17,379 - Patch/resurface existing paving damaged by tree uprooting and general deterioration.  Removal of problem trees at parking medians with landscape improvements.

Youth Services Center Parking Lot Repairs - $183,206 - Patch/replace existing paving damaged by tree uprooting.  Removal of deteriorated having and re-pave where cut.  Seal coat entire parking lot to extend life and provide new striping.

Courthouse 12th floor Heat Pump Replacement - $27,411 - This project will replace the large outside air damper with a new sequenced damper, selected to provide minimum outside air at all times through a separately operated and monitored damper segment.

Yesler Building outside Air Damper Replacement - $55,133 - The project will replace several heat pumps serving the 12th floor Council area that are continuous maintenance problems.

The following Major Maintenance projects were subject to a 2002 Council proviso and is included in the proposed legislation for reinstatement by disappropriating and reappropriating:

341004 - Courthouse 24-7 Chiller Replacement - ($647,696)

ECS Levy Sub-Fund (Fund 3471) - $200,000

The King County Regional Communications Board is conducting an audit and optimization of the regional 800 MHz trucked radio system in 2003.  The purpose of this work is to make sure that the system is performing consistent with or better than the original design criteria.  This work will consume virtually all of the remaining funds in Fund 3471 and it is expected that the Fund will be ready for close out at the end of 2003.

OS KC Non-Bond Fund Sub-fund (Fund 3522) - $139,112

Branson Nearshore Acquisition - $125,000 – This project funds a portion of a land acquisition estimated to cost $925,000.  The additional funds will be contributed by the State of Washington and King Conservativation District.  The Branson Nearshore property proposed for acquisition is a 6.27 acre site with 247 feet of undeveloped shoreline and has beeen identified by the WRIA 9 stakeholder committee as a high priority.

Dumas Bay Eelgrass - ($125,000) - The project cancellation allows for the reprogramming of fund resources in support of the acquisition of the Branson property described above.  This project budget proposed for cancellation provided revenue backing for an eelgrass project in Surface Water Fund 3292.  The eelgrass project is proposed for cancellation to facilitate Fund 3522 fund balance use for the Branson Nearshore Acquisition.  The WRIA 9 stakeholder committee supports this reprioritization of Fund 3522 resources.  

Hylebos Creek - $135,312 - Project will fund purchase of a 300' buffer over six properties in the Hylebos basin and the purchase of 33 acres of habitat wetland.  There are two outside sources of grant support for this request, $50,000, North American Wetlands Conservation Act; $85,312 from NOAA.  Both grants have been awarded.  

Cedar River Trail - ($200,000) - Disappropriated funds will be used to replace properties purchased with the State Interagency Committee for Outdoor Recreation (IAC) grant revenues that have been converted to different uses.  Funds remaining in this project will be used for trail purchases. (See project below)

IAC Conversions - $200,000 - The project will fund acquisition to replace conversions of land originally purchase with State IAC funds.  Conversion issues exist for Lisabuela, Lake Wilderness Trail, Cedar River Trail and Cottage Lake.  Further State IAC grant money will not be available to King County until action is taken to address these prior conversions.

Rock Creek - $3,800 - The project provides appropriation authority to expend donated funds from private citizens.  Funds will be used to purchase land in the vicinity of Rock Creek.

Green-Cedar River Non-bond - (125,000) - The disappropriation will provide the funds to transfer to Cedar Basin Project described below.

Cedar River Basin - $125,000 - This addition provides appropriation for the purchase of three parcels for which KC has current options in the Cedar River Basin.

Facilities Harborview (Fund 3870) - $1,423

The project provides appropriation authority to support the payment of finance charges.

HMC Construction 97 (Fund 3873) - $2,306

Capital Fund Finance Charges - $2,306 - Provides appropriation authority for finance charges

HMC View Parking Garage - ($100,000) – This cancellation and corresponding transfer project shown below facilitates consolidation of parking garage projects in a single project in Harborview Fund 3961. 

Transfer to Fund 3961-(Parking Garage and Security Upgrade Project) -$100,000 – This transfer project provides revenue backing for a portion of the parking garage and security upgrad project proposed in Harborview Fund 3961 (see below).  

HMC Repair and Replacement (Fund 3961) - $100,000

Parking Garage and Security Upgrades - $311,570 - The project is intended to improve security for patients, staff, visitors and their vehicles at the Boren Avenue Garage, View Park I Garage and View Park II Garage.  Closed circuit television (CCTV) cameras, panic alarms/intercom, card key access and rolling gates at vehicle entrance/exits are to be installed.

HMC View Park Garage Security - ($211,570) – This cancellation facilitates consolidation of parking garage projects in the $311,570 project described above.

Building Repair and Replacement (Fund 3951) - $216,043  

Courthouse AFIS Work Area Improvements - $384,740 - This project provides additional appropriation authority in support of the King County Courthouse floor 1-A conversion to AFIS office space.
