Dear Councilmember Gossett:

In July of 2007, the King County Council approved an ordinance providing supplemental funding for the county’s printing and graphic arts operation with the following restrictions:

“Of this appropriation, $50,000 shall not be expended or encumbered until the council reviews and by motion acknowledges receipt of a revised executive recommendation and a transition plan for the printing and graphic arts operations that addresses any labor, legal and financial issues resulting from the executive recommendation regarding printing and graphic arts operations after June 30, 2007. The revised executive recommendation, transition plan and proposed motion shall filed by August 31, 2007, in the form of 11 copies with the clerk of council, who will retain the original and will forward copies to each councilmember and to the lead staff of the operating budget committee, or its successor.”
Enclosed for the King County Council’s review and approval is the Printing and Graphic Arts Executive Recommendation and Transition Plan which addresses labor, legal, and financial issues resulting from the recommendation.  

In addition to the Printing and Graphic Arts Executive Recommendation and Transition Plan, this transmittal also includes:

· A motion that acknowledges receipt of the P&GA Executive Recommendation and Transition Plan.  Your approval of this motion will remove restriction placed on spending $50,000 if the ITS – Printing and Graphic Arts 2007 operating fund appropriation; and
· A supplemental appropriation ordinance requesting $2,278,315 to complete operations through the end of 2007 and to complete the attached transition plan and related activities.
We look forward to working with the council related to this recommendation, and are eager to begin the work to transition the county to an operating model that better meets the overall needs of the county.
