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SUBJECT
Executive staff briefing on the state of the electric vehicle industry and King County's deployment of electric vehicle systems.

BACKGROUND
In September 2007, King County sponsored a national Clean Vehicles Now conference in Seattle featuring clean vehicle industry representatives, policymakers, and vehicle fleet users.  The conference was intended to help promote “real actions today that will combat climate instability and fossil fuel dependence.” 

In May 2008, the Council adopted Motion 12744, which built on the success of the conference, acknowledged a role for innovation and technology in the County’s efforts to address climate change through battery and plug in hybrid electric vehicles (“BEVs” and “PHEVs”).  Motion 12744 further called for a report addressing the public’s use of BEVs and PHEVs, government’s role, utility provider integration, and the work of a newly formed stakeholder advisory group.  On February 9, 2009, the Council adopted Motion 12921, approving this Council’s requested electric vehicle report.

In August 2009, the Council adopted Motion 13061 requesting the Executive propose policies to guide the development and operation of electric vehicle charging stations located on property owned or leased by King County, including the County’s need to recover development and operating costs.  This program was then adopted as Ordinance 16804 in April 2010.  Since that time, electric vehicles have begun broader distribution and King County has been deploying both public and County government electric vehicle systems. 

This briefing is intended to summarize the current state of deployment of this important non-fossil fuel dependent mobility technology.
