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SUBJECT:  CONFIRMATION of an Executive appointment to the King County citizens’ elections oversight committee.

SUMMARY: 

Proposed Motion 2004-0020 would confirm the Executive’s appointment to the King County citizens’ elections oversight committee as a representative of the King County Republican Party.  Ms. Tracey replaces Ms. Bookspan who served the Committee very ably, but had to resign when she and her family moved from the area.
BACKGROUND:

In July 2003, the Council created a citizens’ elections oversight committee to provide citizen oversight of the operation and management of the elections section of the King County Records, Elections and Licensing Services Division (Ordinance 14711).

The committee consists of thirteen members representing three King County citizens, the Municipal League, League of Women Voters, the Office of the Secretary of State, a King County school district, the Washington State Democratic Party, the Washington State Republican Party, the King County Democratic Party, the King County Republican Party, the Libertarian Party and a member from the Chinese speaking community.  This confirmation would replace the King County Republican Party member who resigned from the committee last year.  The committee will expire on March 31, 2004, unless the Council takes action to extend the committee.  

Membership

Members are appointed by the executive from nominations submitted by the chair of the council and the appointments are subject to council confirmation.  All appointments to the committee should have working knowledge of local or state government elections operations and management, a strong commitment to an accountable, transparent, well-managed and efficient elections operation in King County, a willingness to commit the time necessary to attend committee meetings and activities, and shall not hold or be a candidate for elected office.

Mission and Goals

The mission of the committee is to provide citizen oversight of the operation and management of the elections section of the King County Records, Elections and Licensing Division.  The goals of the committee are to make recommendations to improve performance of the King County elections section, improve accountability of the King County elections section, and ensure that accountability and performance of the elections section is provided in an open, transparent manner that is meaningful to the citizens of King County.
