Enclosed for Council consideration and adoption is a proposed motion relating to amendments to King County's 2000 Interlocal Agreement relating to law enforcement services and the provision of fire investigation services by King County’s Department of Development and Environmental Services.  The proposed amendments to the existing agreement allow King County and 11 cities to implement the recommendations directed by the agreement and more clearly specify a formula for compensation that ensures continued full cost recovery.

Also enclosed is the Interlocal Agreement amendment and attachments, which have been reviewed by the King County Prosecuting Attorney's Office and Sheriff’s Office.
