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SUBJECT:  Confirming the appointment of two individuals to serve on the King County Transit Advisory Committee.   

SUMMARY:  Proposed Motion 2002-0272 confirms the appointment of Mr. Dick Burkart to the Transit Advisory Committee and Proposed Motion 2002-0273 confirms the appointment of Ms. Lynn Johnson to the Committee.

BACKGROUND: This item includes two proposed motions to confirm appointments to the King County Transit Advisory Committee (CTAC).

Proposed Motion 2002-0272 confirms the appointment of Mr. Dick Burkhart, who resides in Council District Five, to the CTAC for a two-year term expiring September 30, 2004.  Mr. Burkhart is a mathematician for the Boeing Company and an avid bus rider.  He has served as a member of the Rainer Valley Transit Advisory Committee, the Cascade Bicycle Club, the Sierra Club Transportation Committee, People for Modern Transit, and the Sound Transit Bicycle Leaders Team. Proposed Motion 2002-0273 confirms the appointment of Ms. Lynn Johnson, who resides in Council District Six, to the CTAC for a two-year term expiring September 30, 2004.  Ms. Johnson is a community volunteer and a regular bus rider.  She has served as a member of numerous organizations, including the American Association of University Women, City of Bellevue Arts Commission, Bellevue Diversity Awards, and the Seattle Opera Guild.  In addition, Ms. Johnson has been a participant on Metro’s Eastside Transit Sounding Board, the Bellevue Transit Advisory Committee, the King County Transportation Service Guidelines Commission and the City of Bellevue Multimodal Transportation Center Commission. The CTAC’s mission is to:

· Advise the Executive, Council, Transit Division, local jurisdictions and sub-regional transportation forums (such as ETP, SCATBd and SeaShore) on transit issues,

· Function as the Six-Year Plan citizen sounding board, and

· Participate in an annual transit public workshop.

The CTAC coordinates with other advisory groups, such as service change sounding boards, the Accessible Services Advisory Committee and the SmartGrowth Advisory Committee.  Attachment 3 is a Committee membership roster.
