Dear Councilmember Ferguson:

I am pleased to transmit proposed legislation approving two leases that provide radio antenna, equipment connections and storage space for the Radio Communication Services Section (RCS) of the Office of Information Resource Management (OIRM).  These leases have been finalized by the Real Estate Services Section of the Facilities Management Division on behalf of OIRM.

Lease with KCTS Television (KCTS) 
The KCTS lease includes an antenna location on a KCTS antenna tower as a continuing part of the King County Regional Emergency Radio System (KCRERS).  The KCRERS was originally funded by a $57 Million levy collected in the early 1990’s.  Proceeds from the levy were distributed amongst four owner agencies, including King County.  During design and implementation in the mid 1990’s, the KCTS site was chosen to house the Central Zone Controller equipment.  A recent equipment upgrade installed in the KCRERS allowed for consolidation of equipment to KCTS and a new project known as the South Loop Microwave (SLM).  With the advent of the South Loop Microwave project, the “footprint” at the KCTS radio facility has modestly increased in size.  Ongoing operations, including the cost of this lease, are funded through the RCS operating fund and will not require supplemental appropriation in 2010.

Lease with City of Marysville (Marysville)
The Marysville lease includes a new antenna location, equipment connections and storage space as part of the Sobieski/Marysville Microwave Project.  This capital project replaced an existing and obsolete Microwave Path from Sobieski Mountain to Eagle Ridge located in Arlington.  As part of the project, leased space was required at the City of Marysville’s tower site to formalize the new presence of King County microwave radios.  The cost of this lease is funded through the RCS operating fund and will not require supplemental funding.
