SUBJECT:   Appointment of a commissioner to fill an unexpired term on King County Drainage District #1.  
BACKGROUND:  RCW 85.38.01 defines the powers of special districts.  With regards to drainage districts, the code indicates as follows: a special district may

Engage in drainage control, storm water control, and surface water control activities, and investigate, plan, construct, acquire, repair, maintain, and operate improvements, works, projects, and facilities necessary to control and treat storm water, surface water, and flood water. Such facilities include drains, flood gates, drainage ditches, tide gates, ditches, canals, nonsanitary sewers, pumps, and other works, appliances, machinery, and equipment.

Drainage District #1 of King County encompasses property in South King County, within the following boundaries:

South Boundary:

Willis Street in the City of Kent

West Boundary:

The Green River

East Boundary:

88th Avenue South
North Boundary:

SW 16th Street in the City of Renton
The District recently experienced a vacancy on its Board of Commissioners.  RCW 85.38.070 provides as follows in such circumstance:

(5) Whenever a vacancy occurs in the governing body of a special district, the legislative authority of the county within which the special district, or the largest portion of the special district, is located, shall appoint a district voter to serve until a person is elected, at the next special district general election occurring sixty or more days after the vacancy has occurred, to serve the remainder of the unexpired term. The person so elected shall take office immediately when qualified as defined in *RCW 29.01.135.
The County Council has responsibility, under this provision, to appoint a district voter to serve until the next special district general election.  That election will be held in February 2006.  

Mr. Brian Pounder is a managing member of Paradise Gas and Wash LLC, which owns property within the district boundaries; a ‘qualified voter of the special district’ is either a natural person or corporation or partnership that has owned land located in the special district for a period of not less than 60 days before the election”, according to RCW 85.38.010 (3).  

Mr. Pounder appears to meet the necessary qualifications for filling the vacancy on the Board of Commissioners of Drainage District # 1, and has indicated interest in filling the position.
