· New capital funds will allow PSA to upgrade producer field equipment, producer post production, delivery, and display systems, and upgrade PSA’s new Carco Theatre location to better support video production.  

· Approximately 96 % of PSA individual and group producers are from King County.  Less than 5% come from Thurston and Snohomish Counties.

· All residents of King County have, and will continue to have, full access to PSA membership and usage of PSA equipment and services.

	· New Capital Funds would allow for the upgrade of the old and failing cable TV system, including all redesign, hardware and integration costs.
 
· New Capital Funds would also cover the cost of constructing a new fiber line connection needed to enable VoV’s move from Courthouse Square to Sunset Ridge facility.  All King County functions are vacating Vashon’s Courthouse Square facility.

· Currently 100% of SCM producers live in King County, and 19% live outside of the City of Seattle

· Anyone living within King County can obtain SCM membership and use their public access services.
