STAFF REPORT
SUBJECT:
AN ORDINANCE making a supplemental appropriation of $70,211 from the current expense fund to adult and juvenile detention; to implement the Washington State Council of County and City Employees, Council 2, Local 21-AD collective bargaining agreement for the fiscal year ending December 31, 2003; and amending the 2003 Budget Ordinance, Ordinance 14517, Sections 40 and 35, as amended.
SUMMARY:


This ordinance would appropriate $70,211 from the Salary and Wage Contingency account of the CX fund to the Department of Adult and Juvenile Detention to cover costs associated with implementing a new collective bargaining agreement with the Washington State Council of County and City Employees.
BACKGROUND:
This ordinance would help implement a new collective bargaining agreement (CBA) with the Washington State Council of County and City Employees, Local 21 AD.  The Labor, Operations and Technology Committee will have the underlying CBA up for discussion and possible action December 9th.  The bulk of the costs to implement the CBA (step increases) were anticipated by the Department and included in the 2004 budget.  The cost of the COLA was unknown at the time of budget preparation and is now known to be $70,211.  It is this cost that would be covered by the proposed supplemental appropriation.

Per King County Code 4.04.075, a fiscal note outlining the fiscal impact of this legislation is required and is attached.  It shows 2003 costs of $70,211.  The Executive and Budget Office staff verify that the funds are available from Salary and Wage Contingency.  For informational purposes, the fiscal note from the collective bargaining agreement shows the total costs of the agreement for the next three years.  The CX funds this bargaining unit.
Reasonableness:  Based upon this analysis, passage of Proposed Ordinance 2000-0509 constitutes a reasonable business decision.
