SUBJECT

Motions confirming the Executive's appointments to the Historic Preservation and Historical Programs Advisory Task Force. 
BACKGROUND

The Historic Preservation and Historical Programs Advisory Task Force was established by Council Ordinance 16579, effective July 2009.
Purpose
The Task Force will make recommendations to the Council on distributing a recording fee surcharge established in 2005 by the Washington State Legislature to support historic preservation and historical programs. Surcharge revenues are estimated at $540,000 for 2009. The Task Force will also make additional recommendations on how to support and promote historic preservation and historical programs in King County. 
Structure
The Task Force will have eight members. Five members are appointed by the Executive and confirmed by the Council. The confirmed appointees will select three additional members, one of whom will serve as the Task Force Chair. 
The Executive appointed members must include one representative from each of the following organizations, as nominated by the organizations:
· King County Landmarks Commission

· 4Culture’s heritage committee or preservation advisory committee

· Association of King County Historical Organizations

· Seattle Landmarks Preservation Board or Historic Districts
The other Executive appointed member must be a representative from a suburban city that has an interlocal agreement with King County for historic preservation services.
Timeline

· November 1, 2009: 
Interim report due making recommendations for how the fee surcharge funds should be allocated in the 2010 budget
· March 1, 2010: Final report due making long-term recommendations
· December 31, 2010: Task Force is dissolved
TASK FORCE CANDIDATES
Proposed Motion 2009-0526, Marie Strong:

Marie Strong works in District 4 as an Associate Broker for Coldwell Banker Bain Associates. She currently serves on the City of Seattle Landmarks Preservation Board and was the immediate past President of the Historic Seattle Foundation. 

She has served on a variety of civic boards, including as the Chair of the Small Business Council for the Seattle Chamber of Commerce and on the Boys & Girls Club Auction Board.
Previously Ms. Strong worked as the Director of Market Development for McCaw Cellular and as the Assistant Vice President of Marketing Programs for the 1990 Seattle Goodwill Games. 
Proposed Motion 2009-0527, Robert Weaver:
Robert Weaver resides in District 2, and serves as the Vice Chair of the King County Landmarks Commission. 
He has a combined background in architecture and archaeology, and has worked in the field of cultural resource management for nearly 25 years. Mr. Weaver serves as the Principal Cultural Resources Specialist for the Environmental History Company, which he founded. Previously, he spent nearly two decades with Hart Crowser, Inc.
Mr. Weaver’s projects have ranged from EIS work on Safeco and Qwest Fields, to studying the historical movements of chemical warfare materials to evaluate the potential for residual materials on active bases, to searching for archeological remains on the 17th century Rhode Island settlement founded by Roger Williams. 
Proposed Motion 2009-0528, Susan White: 

Susan White resides in District 5, and serves as a Des Moines City Council Member. 

Ms. White is a Board Member for the Washington Trust for Historic Preservation and has been active in historic preservation. She played a key role in placing the Covenant Beach Park on the National Register of Historic Places, and helped secure funding to rehabilitate buildings in the park. 
Previously, Ms. White worked as a realtor for Windermere, provided quality assurance for Boeing’s Software and Computer Services division, and served as an English instructor to French IBM employees. 

Proposed Motion 2009-0529, Heather Trescases: 

Heather Trescases resides in District 9, and serves on the 4Culture Heritage Advisory Committee. She is also a board member for the Association of King County Historical Organizations. 
Ms. Trescases works as the Executive Director of the Eastside Heritage Center, located in Bellevue. Before assuming leadership of the organization, she served as a researcher and archives assistant. 

Previously, Ms. Trescases worked as a researcher and French translator for the Providence Archives (Seattle), as a researcher and writer for History Link, and as a policy analyst for the Regulatory Affairs Division of the Government of Canada. She holds a Masters Degree in Public History from the University of Waterloo. 
Proposed Motion 2009-0530, Joseph Follansbee: 

Joseph Follansbee resides in District 8, and serves as the Vice President of the Association of King County Historical Organizations. He is also Chair of the Seattle Heritage Coalition.
Mr. Follansbee is a Seattle-based freelance writer. His articles have appeared in numerous northwest newspapers and periodicals, and he has published several books on topics ranging from internet audio and video to the history of the 1897 schooner Wawona. 
Previously, Mr. Follansbee owned and operated a web development company, served as the Content Operations Manager for RealNetworks, and worked as the News Director for Minnesota Public Radio stations KLSE and KZSE.
