Dear Councilmember Sullivan:
Enclosed for the Council’s review and approval is the 2003 Second Quarter Omnibus Ordinance.  There are three components to this ordinance: a budget reappropriation component for the carryover of expenditure authority from 2002 to 2003; supplemental requests for new items, and technical corrections addressing errors or omissions that occurred in the 2003 Adopted Budget.  I am also including an ordinance permitting the Department of Executive Services to administratively set parking rates at the 5th Avenue and Jefferson Street parking lot and amending Chapter 3.32 of the King County Code.  Due to the complexity of the capital improvement program, a separate cover letter and ordinance are being transmitted to address CIP issues.  

Current Expense Fund Highlights

The highlights of the proposals impacting the Current Expense Fund are:

· Sheriff’s Office: $974,000 to cover costs associated with LEOFF I dental benefits; a cultural summit; two public disclosure settlements; taser training; Muckleshoot Tribe service enhancements; and payroll staff increases related to the Covey settlement.   $602,765 of these costs are revenue backed.

· Department of Judicial Administration: CX and CJ carryover funds to continue the Drug Court Program and to support the Electronic Court Records project. 

· Department of Adult and Juvenile Detention: a technical correction decreasing 14.32 FTEs to reflect implementation of the 2003 Adopted Budget.

· Business Relations and Economic Development: $35,000 in the Historic Preservation Program to fund the documentation and evaluation of historic bridges for inclusion in the county GIS database project.  This project is funded by a transfer from the Roads CIP fund.

· Office of Emergency Management (OEM): a technical correction to eliminate $115,000 and 1 TLT.  This position and associated funding for TOPOFF II were erroneously budgeted in the Grant Fund and in the OEM budget.

· Executive Services Administration/Office of Civil Rights Enforcement: $26,000 for a technical correction to the ITS internal service charges.

Non-Current Expense Funds Highlights

The highlighted changes proposed for Non-Current Expense Funds are:

· Grant Fund: convert two TLTs to FTE positions in the Crime Free Futures Grant for Superior Court.  The two TLTs in this grant will reach the 5-year limit in October 2003.  These positions are grant funded and there is no fiscal impact on CX or other County Funds.
· Public Health: $1,700,000 of City of Seattle General Fund dollars for enhanced services to the citizens of Seattle.  Also included is $496,476 of carryover funds for the Public Health fund.

· Stadium Fund: carryover of $27,998 for the continuing obligations of capital/litigation files stored at Iron Mountain awaiting County storage space, and annual SWM fees paid to the City of Seattle for the parcel of remaining Stadium land (the North half of the North parking lot).  These funds will cover fee costs for the next three years when the option on the land expires.

· Emergency Medical Services (EMS): designates $177,149 for reappropriation.

· Federal Housing and Community Development (FHCD): carryover of unexpended 2002 project funds of  $24,039,654. 

· Various Non-CX agencies: provides $471,000 for the increase to CX overhead charges resulting from the addition of the Law Library and CTV to the CX overhead allocation model.  Also reduces various Non-CX agency budgets by $541,000 to reflect a one-time reduction in Facilities Management per square foot central rate charges to implement a rebate of accumulated fund balance.

A detailed spreadsheet that separates the dollar amounts by supplemental, budget reappropriation and technical correction components is attached for council review.  The spreadsheet includes other appropriations that are not highlighted in this letter but are included in the ordinance.

Within the next few weeks I will transmit a supplemental ordinance for Records, Elections and Licensing Services to provide funding to implement reforms that address the immediate needs of the Elections section.
