SUBJECT:  AN ORDINANCE approving and adopting the memorandum of agreement negotiated by and between King County and King County Prosecuting Attorneys Association representing employees in the prosecuting attorney’s office; and establishing the effective date of said agreement.

COMMITTEE ACTION:  At its August 22, 2002 meeting, the Labor, Operations and Technology Committee voted to forward this ordinance to the full Council with a do pass consent recommendation.  The vote was three ayes, no nos and two excused. 

SUMMARY:  The proposed ordinance would approve a three-year rollover of the current labor agreement with the Prosecuting Attorney’s Association.  Only the COLA provisions have been changed.  The agreement covers approximately 114 FTEs in the Prosecuting Attorney’s Office.  Classifications covered by the agreement include Deputy Prosecuting Attorney I, II, III, IV, and V.  These employees work as attorneys in the Criminal and Fraud divisions of the Prosecutor’s office, prosecuting cases.  The new contract is effective July 1 of 2003 and runs through June 30, 2006.  

Key Contract Elements – Since this is a rollover of the existing contract, only the COLA provisions have been changed.  

Wage Adjustments:  The contract provides for the standard Cost of Living Adjustment (COLA) of 90 percent of the CPI-W, September to September (of the previous year) for 2004 through 2006.  There is a floor of two percent as a minimum increase and a ceiling of six percent maximum wage increase.  

Fiscal Note:  The only cost component in the contract relates to COLA.  The cost of the new contract is estimated at $158,941 for 2004; $162,660 in 2005 and; $166,466 in 2006. (Attachment 2)  Eighty-four percent of the cost for support of this group comes from the Criminal Justice fund, the balance comes from the Current Expense fund.
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
