Subject:  

A motion adopting the topics to be evaluated for proposed amendments to the King County Comprehensive Plan ("KCCP") to be transmitted to the Council on March 1, 2012.

Background:  

On March 22, 2011, committee staff provided a brief overview of the 2010 King County Docket Report. The Docket Report is an informational tool, which is not subject to legislative approval by the Council and will not be covered further in this report.

Committee staff also briefed the Committee on Proposed Motion 2011-0116 (see Attachment 1).  This motion complies with the provisions of K.C.C. 20.18.060.  That Code section requires the Executive to submit a motion listing the topical areas that will be evaluated and serve as the basis for developing the amendments for the major (4-year) comprehensive plan updates to be submitted on March 1st of the subsequent year.   
Committee staff noted that the Topical Areas document serves as a starting point for the development of the Executive's 2012 KCCP proposal.  Emerging issues that are identified after Council adoption of this motion may also be considered by the Executive during their development of the proposed 2012 KCCP update.
The March 22nd staff report identified several proposed topical areas that:

· have been of particular interest to one or more Councilmembers during past reviews of the KCCP; or  
· Council staff believe could emerge as potentially controversial for one or more stakeholder group during the development of the Executive-proposed 2012 KCCP Update or Council review of that proposal.   
In addition, Committee staff indicated that they would work with Council members and their staff in regards to potential amendments to the list of topical areas. Below is that list, which includes items which members have requested be added to the Topical Areas document.  These requests are categorized by KCCP chapter or area zoning study and Councilmember name: 
Chapter Two – Urban Communities

· Consider not requiring conditional use permits for small non-residential uses allowed in the R-12 to R-48 zones.  (McDermott)
Chapter Three – Rural Area and Natural Resource Land
· Consider addition of a new definition in the Comprehensive Plan for the term “long term commercial significance”. (WAC 365-190-070)  (Lambert)
· Consider policy and code amendments to allow Community Residential Facilities II (i.e. group homes for 12 or more residents or staff members) for drug and alcohol counseling on a working farm in the Rural and Agriculture zones. (von Reichbauer)
Chapter Four – Environment

· Update policies, codes, and incentives for consistency with appeals court ruling in CAPR v. Sims (145 Wn.App. 649) related to clearing limits in the Rural Area.  (Lambert) 
· Consider addition of general code standards in KCC Title 21A for tree houses. (Lambert)
Chapter Five – Shoreline Master Program

· Review the policies that apply all shoreline management provisions to the floodplain.  For example, preserving shoreline areas for “water oriented uses” or, specifically, not allowing non-water oriented active recreation may jeopardize the use of existing county-owned athletic fields in the Snoqualmie and Sammamish valleys and the site of Cirque de Soleil in Marymoor Park. (Lambert)
· Conduct a general review of Shoreline Master Program ("SMP") code requirements to determine whether basis for each requirement is a WAC or RCW. (Lambert)
· Review potential cost-sharing by King County for the Channel Migration Hazard mapping prepared by the King County Flood District in order to accelerate the mapping, which is then used by the County to reduce the generalized use of the entire flood plain as a critical migration zone for the purposes of complying with the County's SMP requirements. (Lambert)
· Review SMP standards relating to tree houses for potentially increased flexibility. (Lambert)
· Review provisions relating to farmworker housing in the flood hazard area to consider more flexibility. (Lambert)
· Consider an amendment to Ordinance 16985, Section 46.C, which prohibits expansion of structures in the shoreline if a property has a rural stewardship plan, to allow it with a conditional use permit versus an outright ban (as allowed in Section 46.A) (Lambert)
Chapter Eight – Services, Facilities and Utilities
· Consider amendments to policy (F-245) and applicable code to allow for broader use of interim septic systems in urban areas that currently cannot be feasibly served by public sewers. (von Reichbauer)
Zoning or Land Use
· Weyerhaeuser White River Mill:  Consider an amendment to the site-specific development conditions to expand the range of resource-related uses allowed on the Weyerhaeuser White River Mill site to include:

· repair and maintenance of trucks and equipment related to the allowed use, and 

· collection and processing of sand, gravel and topsoil products. (Dunn)
· Woodinville: (docket) Conduct a zoning study for three parcels (152605-9056, -9052 and -9051) in the Sammamish Valley for potential inclusion into the city of Woodinville UGA in order to coordinate with and facilitate that city's comprehensive planning effort. (Lambert)
· Covington:  Conduct a zoning study for the "Covington Notch" area to consider expansion of the UGA for eventual annexation into the city of Covington.  The study would consider a rezone from the current RA-5 zone classification to Urban Reserve, with a P-Suffix condition that would require property owners to seek higher density residential and commercial zoning from the City subsequent to annexation.  (Dunn)
· Pacific Raceways: Consider rezoning of a small portion (parcels 102105-9002 and 032110-9190) on the northwest corner of the Pacific Raceways site from RA-5 to Industrial to be consistent with the Industrial zoning on the rest of the site. (von Reichbauer) 
· Fall City:  Conduct a zoning study for parcel 1524079017 (the old Wells Nursery site) in Fall City for a rezone from RA-5 to RA-2.5. (Lambert) 
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
