This request is 100% revenue backed.

Reclaiming Futures

The Robert Wood Johnson Foundation awarded the Substance Abuse fund a 2 year $150,000 grant that started April 1, 2007.  This funding is to be used to establish and sustain an Adolescent Specific “Science to Service Coordinator”.  This position will assure the implementation (and institutionalization) of evidence based practices in the context of the Reclaiming Futures model into the publicly funded adolescent treatment system to assure the provision of treatment liaison services to the juvenile justice system.  The funding will primarily create an Adolescent Science to Service Coordinator (.75 TLT Program/Project Manager III) in King County.  The Substance Abuse (SA) fund will provide 25% match for the grant period April 1, 2007 and ending March 31, 2009.  This request asks for $87,925 of revenue-backed appropriation authority for the grant plus our match for 2007.
Community Organizing Program (COP)

COP transferred from DCHS’s Community Services Division to MHCADS Division in July 1, 2007.  Their budget ending June 30, 2007 was reflected in the Miscellaneous Grant fund.  This request is to include COP’s budget in the SA fund for the period July – December 2007.  Their 2008 budget is included in the 2008 Budget Request.  In terms of personnel, there is 1 Program/Project Manager III, three Program/Project Manager IIs and one Administrative Specialist II.  Funding for COP is from the Washington State Department of Community, Trade and Economic Development.  The current contract period starts July 1, 2007 and ends June 30, 2013.  The State amends the contract each year to provide COP with their yearly budget.  The Statement of Work states that COP will do all things necessary to operate and maintain a countywide Community Mobilization Program for the grant period.  This request asks for $299,227 of revenue-backed appropriation authority.
Criminal Justice Treatment  ACT (CJTA)  and CJTA Innovative
2006 CJTA and CJTA Innovative funding from the State Division of Alcohol and Substance Abuse (DASA)’s 0507 biennium contract carried forward to 2007 and was spent prior to June 30, 2007.   In addition, CJTA funding was increased in the 0709 DASA biennium contract.  This request asks for a total increase of $291,648 of revenue-backed appropriation authority. 
Access to Recovery (ATR)

ATR is a federal grant for which DASA is the grantee. The goals of ATR include expanded treatment capacity, support for consumer choice and an increase in the array of faith-based and community based providers for treatment and recovery support services.  ATR provides wraparound/recovery support services to substance abuse clients that need more than we currently provide with our categorical DASA funding.  Participants have a choice of the programs that will be most effective for their individual recovery program with the expanded array of services available.  ATR has increased the capacity for treatment admissions.  The initial ATR grant ended in June 2007 but we have been notified by DASA that it has requested that federal funding will continue for an additional three year period beginning in October 2007.  This request asks for a total of $800,000 of revenue-backed appropriation authority to accommodate the new ATR grant.
Reallocation and Increases in DASA Contract Funding
2006 DASA funding from the 0507 biennium carried forward to 2007 and was spent prior to June 30, 2007.   In addition, the 0709 DASA biennium contract provided for increased funding levels.  This request asks for a total increase of $3,463,033 in appropriation authority to accommodate these revenue-backed increases.
The total third quarter supplemental appropriation request is $4,941,833.  100% of this amount is revenue-backed.
