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STAFF REPORT

SUBJECT:  

AN ORDINANCE relating to the council’s rules, providing for referral of motions confirming board and commission reappointments directly to the council’s consent agenda.
BACKGROUND:  

With respect to Council Rules and Orders of Business, K.C.C. 1.24.085 Rule 9 Introduction and initial consideration of proposed legislation requires that proposed legislation be referred to an appropriate committee or committees by the chair of the council.  While the council does use consent agendas for some legislation and reports that pass out of a committees, there is no provision allowing for motions confirming executive reappointments to boards or commissions to be referred directly to the council consent agenda.
The table below shows the number of new vs. reappointments during the past three years.

SUMMARY:  
Proposed Ordinance 2002-0153, if passed, would allow for executive reappointments to boards or commissions to be referred directly to the council consent agenda by amending existing King County Code in three ways:
· Within K.C.C. 1.24.045  Rule 5:  Agenda, creates a new Consent agenda on reappointments to boards and commissions.  The new consent agenda item is item number 11, coming after the Introduction of and action on motions, and before the Consent agenda on reports and recommended actions from employment committee.
· Within K.C.C. 1.24.085 Rule 9:  Introduction and initial consideration of proposed legislation, creates an exception that allows motions confirming executive reappointments to boards or commissions to be referred directly to the council consent agenda.

· Within K.C.C. 1.24.135  Rule 14:  Adoption by consent, adds a provision that requires a motion to be removed from the consent agenda and considered separately before adoption of the confirmation consent agenda if a member should object to a the placement of a confirmation motion on the consent agenda.  This rule is also changed to allow confirmation motions referred to the consent agenda to be adopted in one motion by oral roll call vote.
