SUMMARY

Proposed Motion 2013-0531 (Att. 1) would make an appointment to fill a vacancy in the
position of state representative for the 33rd Legislative District.

BACKGROUND

The 33rd Legislative District includes all or parts of the communities of Burien, Des
Moines, Kent, Normandy Park, Renton, and SeaTac, among others. The boundaries of
the district are shown in the attached map (Att. 2).

The expected resignation of 33rd Legislative District State Representative Dave
Upthegrove, to become a King County Councilmember representing the 5th Council
District, will create a vacancy in one of the two positions of state representative for the
33rd District.

As King County’s legislative authority, the Council is responsible for making an
appointment to fill the vacancy. Washington Constitution, art. I, 8 15 (Att. 4).

The appointee must be from “the same political party as the legislator or partisan county
elective officer whose office has been vacated, and shall be one of three persons who
shall be nominated by the county central committee of that party.” Washington
Constitution, art. I, 8 15 (Att. 4).

The Council must make the appointment “within sixty days after the vacancy occurs.”
Washington Constitution, art. I, § 15 (Att. 4). If Rep. Upthegrove resigns effective
16 December 2013, the Council must act no later than Friday, 14 February 2014.

The person appointed by the Council will serve until certification of the election of a
successor in November of 2014. RCW 29A.24.171 (Att. 5)

THE NOMINEES

The King County Democratic Central Committee (*‘KCDCC”) has nominated the
following candidates to fill the current vacancy:
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1. Elizabeth Albertson (45 of 83 votes on first ballot — a majority)
2. Mia Gregerson (38 of 83 votes on first ballot)
3. Debra Omaha Sternberg (no votes on first ballot)

The nominees are listed in order of preference. As described in a 4 December 2013
memorandum from Karl de Jong, chair of King County Democrats (Att. 6):

The candidates are presented in ranked order as they were voted for an
nominated by the 33rd Legislative District Democratic Party organization and
subsequently unanimously ratified by the King County Democratic Central
Committee. You should consider the ranking as the preferred order in which the
Democratic Party would expect the Council to consider these candidates.

According to Mr. de Jong’s memorandum:

Both Ms. Gregerson and Ms. Sternberg expressed in front of the plenary that
they would honor the votes of the PCOs in the 33rd Legislative District
Democratic Party and support Ms. Albertson for the appointment to fill the
vacancy of State Representative position 2; however, | do not speak for the
candidates and they must communicate directly with you regarding their intent.

Biographical information on Ms. Albertson and Ms. Gregerson is included in these
materials as Attachments 7 and 8. Council staff was unable to obtain biographical

information on Ms. Sternberg. Recent news articles on the nomination process are
included as Attachment 9.

In its current form, the proposed motion has a blank for the name of the person to be
appointed. The blank will need to be filled in by amendment of the motion.

SECTION 15 VACANCIES IN LEGISLATURE AND IN PARTISAN COUNTY ELECTIVE
OFFICE. Such vacancies as may occur in either house of the legislature or in any partisan
county elective office shall be filled by appointment by the county legislative authority of
the county in which the vacancy occurs: Provided, That the person appointed to fill the
vacancy must be from the same legislative district, county, or county commissioner or
council district and the same political party as the legislator or partisan county elective
officer whose office has been vacated, and shall be one of three persons who shall be
nominated by the county central committee of that party, and in case a majority of the
members of the county legislative authority do not agree upon the appointment within
sixty days after the vacancy occurs, the governor shall within thirty days thereafter, and
from the list of nominees provided for herein, appoint a person who shall be from the same
legislative district, county, or county commissioner or council district and of the same
political party as the legislator or partisan county elective officer whose office has been
vacated, and the person so appointed shall hold office until his or her successor is elected at
the next general election, and has qualified: Provided, That in case of a vacancy occurring
after the general election in a year that the office appears on the ballot and before the start
of the next term, the term of the successor who is of the same party as the incumbent may
commence once he or she has qualified and shall continue through the term for which he or
she was elected: Provided, That in case of a vacancy occurring in the office of joint senator,
or joint representative, the vacancy shall be filled from a list of three nominees selected by
the state central committee, by appointment by the joint action of the boards of county
legislative authorities of the counties composing the joint senatorial or joint representative
district, the person appointed to fill the vacancy must be from the same legislative district
and of the same political party as the legislator whose office has been vacated, and in case a
majority of the members of the county legislative authority do not agree upon the
appointment within sixty days after the vacancy occurs, the governor shall within thirty
days thereafter, and from the list of nominees provided for herein, appoint a person who
shall be from the same legislative district and of the same political party as the legislator
whose office has been vacated. [AMENDMENT 96, 2003 House Joint Resolution No. 4206, p
2819. Approved November 4, 2003.]

(2) If, prior to the first day of the regular filing period, a vacancy occurs in an office that is not scheduled to
appear on the general election ballot, leaving an unexpired term for which a successor must be elected at the next
general election, filings for that office shall be accepted during the regular filing period. The filing officer shall
provide notice of the vacancy and filing period to newspapers, radio, and television in the county, and online. The
position shall appear on the primary and general election ballots unless no primary is required or unless a
candidate for superior court judge is entitled to a certificate of election pursuant to Article 4 [IV], section 29 of the
state Constitution.

(2) If, on the first day of the regular filing period or later, a vacancy occurs in an office that is not scheduled to
appear on the general election ballot, leaving an unexpired term, the election of the successor shall occur at the
next succeeding general election that the office is allowed by law to have an election.
