SUBJECT

A MOTION confirming the Executive's appointment of Jeanette Blankenship, who resides in Council District Four, to the King County mental illness and drug dependency oversight committee.

SUMMARY

[bookmark: _GoBack]The Executive has appointed Jeanette Blankenship to a partial term on the King County mental illness and drug dependency oversight committee, expiring June 30, 2014.  

Ms. Jeanette Blankenship is a Budget Lead with the City of Seattle Budget Office. She manages the Community Development and Human Services team, which includes human services, housing, economic development, planning and more.  Prior to joining the City Budget Office, Jeanette worked at the Minnesota Housing Finance Agency as the liaison with the state legislature and advanced the organization’s work to integrate housing in all aspects of community investments, including transportation, economic development, sustainability, and human services.  A Seattle native, Jeanette holds a bachelor’s degree from Northwestern University, a master’s degree in teaching from Pace University, and a master’s degree in city planning from UC Berkeley.

BACKGROUND 

The 30 member King County MIDD Oversight Committee (K.C.C. 2.130.010) is composed of separately elected officials and King County agency directors or designees along with representatives of providers of services to the mentally ill and drug dependent.  The oversight committee is an advisory body to the council and executive.  The committee reviews and comments on emerging and evolving priorities for the use of the mental illness and drug dependency sales tax revenue; promotes coordination and collaboration between entities involved with sales tax programs; educates the public, policymakers and stakeholders on sales tax funded programs; and coordinates and shares information with other related efforts and groups.
