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SUBJECT

Proposed Motions 2010-0446 and 2010-0447 would confirm the Executive’s appointments of Kirstin Haugen and Alan Cornell to the 4Culture - Cultural Development Authority Board of Directors.

COUNCIL PRIORITIES
Proposed Motions 2010-0446 and 2010-0447 further the Council’s priority on Safe, Healthy, and Vibrant Communities by supporting quality of life programs and services administered by the 4Culture Cultural Development Authority. 
BACKGROUND

Ordinance 14482 established the Cultural Development Authority ("CDA") of King County, known as 4Culture, to administer the County’s arts and heritage programs funded by hotel-motel tax revenues and the Public Art ("1% for Art") Program.  Ordinance 14482 establishes a 15-member Board of Directors to govern the CDA.  Members are nominated by the Executive and confirmed by the Council.

4Culture Board Candidates
Proposed Motion 2010-0446, Kirstin Haugen:  Ms. Haugen lives in Bothell (District 1), and is an Account Executive for The Mercury Group, managing public affairs advertising budgets.  She served as Chief of Staff to Councilmember Bob Ferguson.  She also was a Legislative Assistant to former County Councilmember Louise Miller.  Ms. Haugen's past employment also includes working as an administrative specialist with King County Elections..  She is a board member of the Northshore Performing Arts Center Foundation, and a trustee of Cascadia Community College.  She served as a member of the King County Charter Review Commission from 2007 to 2008.  Ms. Haugen is a graduate of the University of Washington with a BA in English.  Ms. Haugen’s appointment is for a partial term, expiring on December 31, 2012.

Proposed Motion 2010-0447, Alan Cornell:  Mr. Cornell lives in Kent (District 7), and is a Senior Vice President for Nitze-Stagen, a real estate development firm.  He has previously been employed by Baugh Construction as a Vice President, by Washington Investment Partners as President, and as a Manager for Union Pacific Realty.  He serves on the Seattle Chinatown International District Public Development Authority as Chair of the Real Estate Committee, and on various committees of Seattle Goodwill.  He holds a Washington State real estate license.  Mr. Cornell received both his B.A and his Masters Degree in Economics from the University of Nebraska.  Mr. Cornell’s appointment is for a partial term, expiring on December 31, 2011.
