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SUBJECT

Proposed Ordinance 2011-0376 would authorize King County ("County") to enter into an interlocal agreement with the King County Flood Control Zone District ("countywide District") and the City of Bellevue ("City") to transfer and allocate responsibilities and assets of the former South West Lake Sammamish Flood Control Zone District ("former District") 
SUMMARY

The agreement would transfer:

· The ownership and responsibility for maintenance of the known surface water facilities of the former District to the City, and

· Accumulated unspent revenues of the former District (approximately $178,000) to support maintenance of the facilities by the City.
BACKGROUND

The former District was formed in the 1960s to address surface water drainage from new development, rather than flooding resulting from the overtopping of streams and rivers. 
Revenues collected were used by the former District to construct a number of surface water drainage facilities.   However, because the former District had no program or staff to perform actual maintenance, these facilities were maintained over time by the County (using funds of the former District). 
When the countywide District was formed in 2007, all previously existing flood control districts, including the former District, were dissolved.  The responsibilities and assets of the dissolved were transferred to the countywide District.

ANALYSIS

City Responsibilities - There are a limited number of known surface water facilities of the former District and all are within the boundaries of the City, which is willing to maintain them under its existing stormwater program.  Since these facilities serve only areas within the City and do not address flooding on a regional scale, it is much more efficient for the City to act as maintenance service provider than it would be for the County or the countywide District. 

County Responsibilities - There are no known former District facilities in the unincorporated areas of the County (see later discussion about annexation).  In the proposed agreement, the County would maintain any former District facilities that might be later discovered in unincorporated King County, in which case the County would use revenues from its Surface Water Management Program to maintain these facilities.  Inasmuch the parties to the ILA have conducted a thorough inventory of the former District's facilities; the subsequent finding of unidentified facilities is unlikely.  However, in event that such facilities are found, it is not unreasonable for the County to commit to the responsibility for the maintenance of such facilities within its jurisdiction.
Effect of Annexations - The City is currently taking steps to annex the remaining areas of unincorporated land (referred to as the South Bellevue Annexation
 - Eastgate, Tamara Hills and Hilltop/Horizon View – see map on Attachment 2) that are within the boundaries of the former District.  The City website currently indicates that significant progress is being made and that annexation may be completed by April 2012.  
The proposed agreement appropriately provides that if such annexations occur, responsibility for the maintenance any surface water facility discovered there would be transferred to the City.
REASONABLENESS
Authorizing the execution of this ILA seems appropriate.

� The annexation uses a two-step method that involves first submitting the signatures of property owners representing 10 percent of the assessed property value separately for each area. Annexation would be affirmed when the City receives a second set of petitions for annexation from property owners representing at least 50 percent of assessed value for each area. 
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
