NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Metropolitan King County Council (the Council) held a public hearing in the Council Chambers on the 10th Floor of the King County Courthouse (516 Third Avenue, Seattle, WA) on Monday, August 29, 2011, beginning at 1:30 p.m.  The purpose of this public hearing was to consider Proposed Ordinance 2011-0305 (Ordinance 17173) adopting code revisions relating to coastal high hazard areas.

SUMMARY:

Ordinance 17173 establishes coastal high hazard areas regulations for Vashon/Maury Island that require:

· Buildings to be (1) constructed on pilings and columns, (2) elevated at least three-feet above the 100-year flood elevation and (3) located landward of the mean high tide, 

· Foundations to be anchored, and

· Structural support without the use of fill material.
