SUBJECT
A MOTION confirming the Executive's appointment of John Holecek, who resides in Council District Nine, to the King County Mental Health Advisory Board, .

SUMMARY
The Executive has appointed John Holecek to a partial term on the King County Board for Developmental Disabilities, expiring September 30, 2014.  Mr. Holicek earned a B.A. Degree from City University in 1980 and graduated with a Master’s Degree in Counseling Psychology in 2007. In between those dates Mr. Holicek had a successful career in marketing, primarily related to office machines and industrial chemicals. He also had his own business for eight years. Mr. Holicek served in the United States Army and served in Vietnam. He has been a very active volunteer in the community serving on the boards of the Maple Valley Food Bank (25 years), the Aging and Disabilities Board of Seattle, King County & United Way (four years), and as an Advocate with the King County Ombudsman’s Office (2 ½ years). In addition he has over a decade of experience doing training and instruction for a variety of organizations including the U.S. Census Bureau, sports coaching for parents and youth and out-placement presentations for human resource professionals.
