· $56 million (approximate revenue generated over six-year levy period by an additional $0.01 per $1,000 Assessed Value, based on the March 2023 OEFA forecast) would be distributed as follows:
· $10,000 would be distributed to each town or city each year.
· The remaining amount would be distributed to towns or cities in proportion to each town or city’s population.
· $56 million would be distributed based on the allocation categories outlined in the levy ordinance.
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
