Subject:
A MOTION confirming the Executive’s appointment of James R. Vollendroff as King County Alcohol and Drug Coordinator.

Summary:
The Executive has appointed James R. Vollendroff as King County Alcohol and Drug Coordinator in accordance with the state Treatment for Alcoholism, Intoxication and Drug Addiction RCW chapter, 70.96A.310 (2), which states “The county alcoholism and other drug addiction program coordinator shall be appointed by the county legislative authority from nominations by the alcoholism and other drug addiction program board.”

Each county shall designate a County Coordinator for its alcoholism and other drug addiction program to provide general supervision over the program; prepare plans and applications for funds to support the program in consultation with the King County Alcoholism and Substance Abuse Board (KCASAAB); monitor the delivery of services; provide staff support to the KCASAAB.  On August 13, 2002 the KCASAAB nominated Mr. Vollendroff as the King County Alcohol and Drug Coordinator.
Mr. Vollendroff is currently the Assistant Manager of the King County Mental Health, Chemical Abuse and Dependency Services Division.  He is a graduate of the Evergreen State College where he received a Masters Degree in Public Administration.  Mr. Vollendroff is a Certified Chemical Dependency Counselor II in Washington State, Nationally Certified Addiction Counselor II, Certified Alcohol and Drug Information School Instructor, Registered Counselor in Washington State, and is a Moral Reconation Therapy Certified.
