I am pleased to transmit for the review and approval of the King County Council an ordinance relating to King County’s Dislocated Worker’s Program.  The enclosed ordinance, if approved, will make a supplemental appropriation of $5,804,544 to the Department of Community and Human Services. 

The Dislocated Worker Program will receive $5,804,544 in additional grant awards to provide tuition, training, and employment counseling services for King County residents recently or potentially laid off as a result of the recent economic downturn. The current recession with its dramatic effect on local unemployment has resulted in sharply increased demand for services by King County residents who have lost their jobs or are threatened with the loss of their jobs.  The King County Dislocated Worker Program provides services which emphasize retraining of workers for the employment sectors that are the new economic strength of King County. These services are supported by federal Workforce Investment Act funds allocated to the State of Washington and distributed in King County by the Workforce Development Council.
