Enclosed for your review is the Department of Adult and Juvenile Detention (DAJD) motion and report describing an implementation plan for the continuation and potential relocation of the Work Education Release program in compliance with ordinance 18409, Section 55, as amended by Ordinance 18602, Section 29, Proviso P8. The proviso required DAJD continue the work with the office of Performance Strategy and Budget, pursuant to Ordinance 18409, Section 19, Proviso P1 and to include:
1) Facility and program options;
2) A description of how each option addresses policies established by the council’s special committee on alternatives to incarceration;
3) Identification of resource needs, such as for Facilities Management Division support; and
4) A project schedule and charter.
This motion and accompanying report are in satisfaction of the requirements of Proviso P8.
This report furthers the County’s Strategic Plan goals of Safety and Justice as well as Health and Human Services by enhancing community safety, reducing overall incarceration for those who do not pose a safety risk, and by improving health outcomes for those with substance use challenges in our community. It is estimated that this report required approximately 30 staff hours, costing approximately $2000 to produce.
