SUMMARY
Proposed Ordinance 2017-XXX amends and recodifies certain chapters of the King County Code Title 46 Traffic Code as King County Code Title 14A. Proposed changes to the code as set forth in the proposed ordinance include:

	• 	Repealing the adoption of the Washington Model Traffic Ordinance set forth in Chapter 308-330 WAC;
· Setting the maximum speed limit on any county road;
· Requiring drivers approaching a stop sign to stop at the point nearest the intersecting roadway where the driver has a view of approaching traffic;
· Requiring Special Use permit for processions and parades unless exempt; prohibiting a  person from interfering with a parade or procession;
· Defining parking violations and associated monetary penalties;
· Implementing rules in operating a motorized foot scooter and associated penalties if violated;
· Repealing Chapter 46.10 “No Cruising”;
· Implementing rules regarding impounding vehicles or watercraft and setting administrative impound fee;
· Implementing rules regarding abandoned and stolen or recovered motor vehicles;
· Clarifies the definition of “inattentive manner” with regard to operation of a vehicle; and 
· Repealing Chapter 46.12 “Unmuffled Engine Compression Brake Control Areas”
