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SUBJECT	

Proposed Motion 2015-0019 would confirm the appointment of Judy Daufney-Stenberg to the Transit Advisory Commission (TAC) for a two-year term to expire on August 31, 2016.

BACKGROUND

Transit Advisory Commission. As established in the King County Code (KCC 2.124), the TAC is a permanent body that advises the Transit Division, the Executive, the County Council, local jurisdictions and area transportation forums on transit issues and policy, including matters of concern to the elderly and persons with disabilities.  TAC members are recruited by the King County Department of Transportation, appointed by the County Executive and approved by the County Council for two-year terms.

The TAC is comprised of 18 King County residents. Nine are transit riders, recruited to reflect the diversity and geographic distribution of County residents. Nine represent transit stakeholder groups, including persons with disabilities, elderly persons, or individuals associated with agencies that work with disabled and elderly persons, recruited to reflect the diversity of the communities they represent and types of disabilities, as well as consideration of the geographic distribution of County residents.

The TAC meets monthly from 6:00 to 8:00 p.m. on the third Tuesday of each month in downtown Seattle.

Appointee. Ms. Daufney-Stenberg has extensive experience as a mediator and also completed a career in telecommunications.  She has served on the King County Solid Waste Advisory Committee and has been Chair of the King County Alternative Dispute Resolution Program.

Ms. Daufney-Stenberg supports a high quality transit system that equitably serves commuters, people with disabilities, and senior citizens.  Her priority concerns as a TAC member include environmental responsibility, safety, equitable accessibility, and improved interjurisdictional collaboration.
