STAFF REPORT
SUBJECT:
An ORDINANCE to name the new County office building
SUMMARY:  
This ordinance would name the new County office building from one of the final four nominating essays forwarded by the seven-member selection committee.  The nominations are:  the Dorothy Bullitt Building, the Doc Maynard Building, the Tyree Scott Building and the People’s Building. 
BACKGROUND:
In September 2006, the Council passed Motion 12336 which outlined the process to determine a name for the new County office building, scheduled for completion in June 2007.  That selection process was to involve extensive outreach to organizations that connect with young King County residents in the 7th, 8th and 9th grades.  In Motion 12491, which Council passed in April 2007, a seven-member selection committee was appointed to recommend the name selection criteria and timing for the process, and to review the submittals and forward a final list of three names to the Council for consideration.
The seven-member naming panel consisted of:  Ray Burhen, Walt Crowley, Patrick Dunn, Sarah Jepson, Mauricio Martinez, Vivian Phillips and Bob Santos.  They met on May 1, 2007 (with Mr. Martinez excused), selecting Bob Santos as Panel Chair.  The panel determined that its goal is to have the nominations to the Council by mid-June for a final selection.  They then considered the 140 nominating essays that were received, first narrowing them down to a final 15, then to six and ultimately to the four forwarded to Council for consideration.  The panel also agreed that the essay for the Citizens’ Center should get a special mention and per the idea of that essay, that it would be appropriate if the names not selected from the 15 final nominations list were used to name conference rooms or other physical amenities of the new building.
The four nominations are:

· The Dorothy Bullitt Building.  Ms. Bullitt was a radio and television pioneer who founded the KING Broadcasting network.  She was the first woman to buy and manage a television station.  
· The Doc Maynard Building. Dr. Maynard was Seattle’s first physician and is credited with urging the pioneers to rename the Duwamps settlement in honor of Chief Sealth/Seattle.  
· The Tyree Scott Building.  Mr. Scott was a civil rights leader in King County; and as a construction worker, he helped hundreds of people of color and women get jobs to build buildings.  
· The People’s Building.  There were two entries submitted suggesting this name, both reflecting that the building will be used to house services which help the people of King County.
Copies of the nominating essays are attached (see Attachments 4 and 5).

REASONABLENESS:
The recommendations follow the process laid out and approved by Council in Motion 12491, deviating only in forwarding four nominations rather than three.  As such, adoption of an ordinance to name the building one of these four nominations would constitute a reasonable policy decision.
