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SUBJECT

Proposed Ordinance 2017-0014 would change the name of King County Fire Protection District #28 to Enumclaw Fire Department based on a name change made by the District’s Board of Fire Commissioners by resolution.

BACKGROUND
Fire Protection District #28. King County Fire Protection District #28
 provides fire protection services and emergency aid for the City of Enumclaw and 80 square miles of unincorporated King County surrounding the city. The district has three stations, one of which also serves as district headquarters.
King County Fire Protection District #28 currently functions as a merger of the Enumclaw Fire District (formed in 1903) and the King County Fire Protection District (formed in 2946). Until a voter-approved initiative in November 2010, 
 the two districts were managed and governed jointly by the City of Enumclaw and the Fire Protection District Board of Commissioners. Following the 2010 initiative, the Enumclaw Fire District was merged into the Fire Protection District and is governed by the five-member, elected Fire Protection District Board of Commissioners.

Name Change Request. RCW 52.30.060 allows local fire protection districts to apply to change their names, “by resolution of the board of fire commissioners of the district, upon the adoption of a resolution approving the change by the county legislative authority of the county in which all, or the largest portion, of a fire protection district is located.”
The Board of Fire Commissioners has followed this procedure, adopting Resolution No. 2016-008 (see Attachment 2 to this staff report) on November 16, 2016. The District’s resolution notes that the name change is sought because, “the District has been using the name ‘Enumclaw Fire Department’ prior to annexation for more than 50 years, displaying that name on apparatus, uniform insignia and stations;” and because, “the Citizens of the District recognize Enumclaw as a geographical area within King County.”

Proposed Ordinance 2017-0014 would provide the County Council’s approval of the name change. 
ANALYSIS

The proposed name change complies with the terms of RCW 52.30.060. The ordinance before the committee today would approve the name change as resolved by the District’s Board of Fire Commissioners through Resolution 2016-008.
