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SUBJECT:  A MOTION confirming the Executive's appointment of Zandrea Hardison, who resides in council district four, to the King County mental illness and drug dependency oversight committee, representing a bona fide labor organization.

SUMMARY:  

Proposed Motion 2009-0488:  The Executive has appointed Zandrea Hardison to a four-year term on the King County Mental Illness and Drug Dependency (MIDD) Oversight Committee, expiring on June 30, 2013.  Ms. Hardison received her Bachelor of Science in Nursing from Seattle University in 2006.  She will be the labor organization representative on the MIDD Oversight Committee.

She is currently employed as a Registered Nurse in the Program for Assertive Community Treatment (PACT) at the Downtown Emergency Service Center in Seattle.  PACT is an individualized treatment approach that offers intensive services in the community, 24 hours a day, assisting participants in their recovery from mental illness.  The program helps individuals stay out of the hospital and develop fulfilling lives in a community of their choosing.  
BACKGROUND:

The 30 member King County MIDD Oversight Committee (K.C.C. 2.130.010) is composed of separately elected officials and King County agency directors or designees along with representatives of providers of services to the mentally ill and drug dependent.  The oversight committee is an advisory body to the council and executive.  The committee reviews and comments on emerging and evolving priorities for the use of the mental illness and drug dependency sales tax revenue; promotes coordination and collaboration between entities involved with sales tax programs; educates the public, policymakers and stakeholders on sales tax funded programs; and coordinates and shares information with other related efforts and groups.
