SUBJECT

King County Sheriff’s Office complaint analysis and police accountability follow-up review.
BACKGROUND

In 2006, the King County Auditor's Office released a report on complaints related to the King County Sheriff's Office, including misconduct and use of force complaints.  The report concluded that the Sheriff's Office policies, procedures and practices for managing use of force were in compliance with Washington State law, but did not meet national law enforcement association standards and best practices based on a survey of seven police agencies considered to be leaders in the field of police accountability.  The report also identified a number of improvements to bring the Sheriff's Office into conformance with the national standards and best practices.  

Today the Auditor's Office released a follow-up review focusing on the Sheriff's Office efforts to strengthen its policies, procedures and practices to conform to these standards and best police accountability practices.  Susan Baugh from the Auditor's Office will present the results of the review.
