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[bookmark: OVERVIEW]OVERVIEW
This report presents the recommendations of the King County Conservation Futures Advisory Committee (“Committee”). The Committee is a volunteer advisory board with members appointed by the King County Executive and confirmed by King County Council. The Committee is tasked with reviewing applications for Conservation Futures Tax Levy (“CFT”) and King County Parks Levy (“PL” or “Parks Levy”) county open space acquisition funding, and recommending project funding awards to the King County Executive. The Executive proposes funding awards to the King County Council, which makes the final CFT and PL funding allocations by ordinance.
This year, the Committee reviewed 54 applications from cities, the County, and nonprofit organizations requesting a total of $83 million in CFT and Parks Levy funding, for funding that will be allocated in the 2021 budget.

[bookmark: Conservation_Futures_Tax_Levy_Funding]Conservation Futures Tax Levy Funding
King County’s Conservation Futures tax levy (CFT) is a dedicated portion of property taxes collected throughout King County. CFT funding is used to purchase open space lands and conservation easements in unincorporated King County and in King County’s cities.
Conservation Futures funding is a major part of the King County Land Conservation Initiative (LCI), a vision to accelerate the pace of land conservation in order to protect up to 65,000 acres of land in King County and its cities within a generation. In 2018 and 2019, the County adopted legislation that authorized an increased level of bonding against future Conservation Futures revenues, and waived the required match1 to Conservation Futures funding for projects serving open space opportunity areas (addressed in more detail on page 3).





[bookmark: _bookmark0]1 CFT awards have typically required matching funding equal to the CFT funding allocated to a project, with a goal of gaining broader financial participation through city, state, federal, and other funding sources.
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This year, the Committee has provided recommendations for $36.15 million2 in CFT funding, in two types of funds: $11.15 million in annual CFT dollars, and $25 million in bond-backed3 CFT dollars appropriated in the 2020 budget but not yet assigned to projects. Within that $36.15 million total, the Committee recommends $11.6 million in CFT dollars for projects that requested a match waiver.
[bookmark: King_County_Parks_Levy_Open_Space_Acquis]King County Parks Levy Open Space Acquisition Funding
In August 2019, King County voters passed the 2020-2025 King County Parks, Trails, and Open Space Replacement Levy, which includes dedicated open space acquisition funding for King County projects. Since county park levies were first passed in 2008, the Committee has been tasked with making recommendations for PL open space acquisition funding.
This year, the Committee has provided recommendations for $11 million in Parks Levy funding. Of that total, $9.746 million is available from standard 2021 collections. $1.254 million is proposed to be borrowed against future years of Parks Levy collections to bring the total up to $11 million matching last year’s funding level, a funding level that was proposed by King County Department of Natural Resources and Parks. The report indicates where the Committee recommends the additional Parks Levy would be applied, and in two cases additional CFT awards are associated with that additional PL funding. If that additional PL funding is not received, certain awards of CFT and PL funding will need to be reduced to reflect those specific changes noted in the report and table.
[bookmark: Application_Review_and_Funding_Recommend]Application Review and Funding Recommendation Process
The 2020 COVID-19 pandemic required a new approach to the Committee review process. Instead of in-person meetings and site visits with applicants, the Committee conducted an online review process March through May, holding eight project review meetings with applicants, then additional committee meetings to review projects and make recommendations.
There are many potential open space categories, and each year the Committee strives to provide a balanced package of open space acquisition projects with benefits such as wildlife and salmon habitat, farmland and forest preservation, passive outdoor recreation opportunities, urban greenspaces, and opportunity area projects. The Committee reviews each project considering the adopted Conservation Futures criteria. The Committee also considers factors related to the likelihood of success for specific projects and broader public policy initiatives – such as landowner willingness to sell a property, meeting equity and social justice goals, the threat of loss of open space resources, once-in-a- generation opportunities, the geographic distribution of projects throughout the county, regional significance, and other factors.
[bookmark: Committee_Perspective:_Increased_Funding]Committee Perspective: Increased Funding Availability
Both in 2019 and 2020, the Committee received an increased number of applications and funding requests as compared to pre-Land Conservation Initiative in 2018, when 40 projects requested $32 million and the County awarded $20 million total in FY 2019 CFT and PL dollars. The Committee believes that the increase in applications is largely due to the work done by the County and cities with focus on the LCI, the availability of additional CFT bond-backed funding, and the match waiver for projects meeting open space opportunity area criteria.




[bookmark: _bookmark1]2 Of this total, $264,000 of CFT funding is associated with receiving the extra $1.254 million in Parks Levy match (explained in the next section). These awards are noted in the report.
[bookmark: _bookmark2]3 The term “bond-backed funding” is used because projects approved by Council for the bond funding list would be initially purchased using Conservation Futures cash or interfund borrowing. Purchased properties would be included on future King County general obligation bonds. Once those bonds are issued, bond funding would reimburse Conservation Futures funding used to make the purchase.

The Committee's recommendations for bond-backed CFT funding were based on project factors such as likelihood of implementation in 2021, likelihood of securing match funding or receiving a match waiver, compliance with bond-related financing requirements, and one case where funding support was thought to be a very important factor in contributing to project success.
The following are a few takeaways from the Committee’s project review as it relates to increased funding availability:
· The Committee believes that the region could continue to spend CFT bond funding on the order of magnitude of $15-30 million per year for a few years, relative to the availability of match. However, the County should be cautious about obligating too much of the CFT revenue stream to debt service payments for the bonds, as the County should preserve a significant amount of annual funding to award to projects each year.
· There was more CFT funding available this year, but match was a limiting factor for many projects. This directly impacted the recommendations for county projects that relied on Parks Levy match. The budget impacts of the current 2020 financial crisis can be expected to further limit match availability in the future, particularly for city and nonprofit projects.
[bookmark: Committee_Perspective:_Match_Waiver_Proj]Committee Perspective: Match Waiver Projects for Opportunity Areas
One of County’s stated intentions for the LCI is to eliminate disparities in access to greenspaces, parks, and trails in communities that have the greatest and most acute needs. Match waiver eligibility is automatic if projects are in certain areas that qualify because of low incomes, high hospitalization rates, and limited access to open spaces. Projects may also qualify by a second method, demonstrating that residents living in the area or served by the project experience disproportionately limited access to open spaces and demonstrated hardships. Projects need to demonstrate community engagement.
The Committee received match waiver requests for nine projects seeking $14.3 million in CFT dollars. One project qualified automatically; the other eight project applicants had to demonstrate that their project qualified through the second method, requiring a more subjective and nuanced evaluation by the Committee. The Committee was pleased to once again have the input of a few Equity Cabinet members as part of a work group that provided recommendations on match waiver project eligibility to the full Committee.
The following are a few takeaways from the Committee’s evaluation of match waiver applications:
· Applicants for match waiver projects should engage the local community or the population served by the project early in the process and ideally prior to or at the time of submitting applications. If engagement has not yet occurred, they should be able to demonstrate a robust plan for doing so. Match waiver projects should be developed in partnership with the local community to address the communities’ priorities for open space needs.
· Several proposals add to existing parks while others create new greenspaces. The Committee recognizes that additions to existing parks are important in some cases, but wants to encourage a strong focus on creating new greenspaces in neighborhoods that are currently under-served.
· Match waiver projects exceeded the amount of CFT annual dollars. Ongoing CFT bonding or an increase in CFT revenues is important to continue to be able to support both match waiver and matched projects.

[bookmark: Highlights:_Projects_Located_in_Incorpor]Highlights: Projects Located in Incorporated Cities
· Of the many projects adding open space in cities, highlights include: Forterra’s Arrowhead project adding additional forest and waterfront to Saint Edwards State Park in Kenmore, nonprofit GROW seeking to preserve the Ballard P-Patch, Lake Forest Park protecting lakefront near the Burke-Gilman Trail, and Snoqualmie continuing acquisitions of frequently flooded homes along the Snoqualmie River. Covington, Kent, Mercer Island, Renton, and Seattle all are expanding existing open spaces.
· Several match waiver requests in cities were recommended for funding: Des Moines’ addition to Midway Park, Historic Seattle and Seattle Parks’ proposal to preserve the Turner- Koepf House and Garden, King County’s Lake to Sound Trail Segment D, and Seattle’s East Duwamish Greenbelt Brick Pits. Two city applicants were recommended for partial awards, but not a match waiver; they were invited to re-apply for the remaining funding and a match waiver after further demonstrating additional outreach and steps to merit a match waiver.
· Regional Trail connections were supported for Eastrail in Renton, the Lake to Sound Trail match waiver project in Renton, as well as a partnership with Covington at Calhoun Pit. SeaTac continues to work on expanding Des Moines Creek Park which will allow a new parking lot to help access the Lake to Sound Trail/Des Moines Creek Trail.
[bookmark: Highlights:_Projects_Located_in_Unincorp]Highlights: Projects Located in Unincorporated King County
· Two match waiver requests in the urban unincorporated area were recommended for full funding, to add urban greenspace in White Center next to Dick Thurnau Park and a community-led affordable housing project, and in the unincorporated area between Federal Way and Auburn. A third project in Skyway was recommended for small award with a conditional match waiver, requiring further community outreach before a future funding request is approved for a match waiver.
· WRIA 7/Snoqualmie Watershed: The Committee recommends funds to complete a buy-and hold at Raging River Quarry, anticipating an additional request in the future. The County continues to add to Carnation Marsh and Griffin Creek. The Committee recommends a first award in a multi-year effort to protect Cleveland Memorial Forest at Mitchell Hill. The County is working to protect additional properties along the Raging River and near Little Si on the Snoqualmie.
· WRIA 8/Cedar-Lake Washington Watershed: Ongoing priorities at Bear Creek, Cougar Mountain, and Soos Creek Park were recommended for funding. New projects at Hollywood Hills and McGarvey Park and Eastrail Woodinville were recommended for funding.
· WRIA 9/Green River Watershed: The County continues work to conserve land at Bass Lake, along the Green River and Newaukum Creek, Soos Creek, and South King County Forest. A new project at North Green River will protect additional land near Kent.
· WRIA 10/White River Watershed: The County continues work to restore Boise Creek, support public access at Little Lake Forest, and complete the Foothills Trail corridor.
· Vashon: The County continues work to conserve land near Frog Holler Forest, including additional conservation easements at Camp Sealth. The County also is working on additional acquisitions at Neill Point Natural Area, and locations along the marine shoreline.
· Farmland: The County continues ongoing work to match transfer of development rights (TDR) funding with CFT funding to acquire development rights within the Upper Green River and Enumclaw Agricultural Production Districts (APDs), and conserve working farms near North Bend and in the unincorporated portion of Carnation.

Covington’s project will improve visibility and access to Jenkins Creek Park and help create a main park entrance and parking lot off SE Wax Road. This acquisition will further goals for improved access, stream corridor, and habitat restoration that emerged from the 2018 Jenkins Creek Park Master Plan – which also recognized the importance of preserving and enhancing culturally significant prairie habitat in the park. The acquisition also builds on the city’s broader vision to create a natural area/greenbelt and trail corridor through the city along Jenkins Creek. The project will acquire a 1.95-acre parcel on the western edge of Jenkins Creek Park. The project received a 2020 award of $375,000 CFT; both years of CFT awards would be matched with funds the city is seeking from the Washington State Recreation and Conservation Office (RCO) that would be awarded in July 2021. As the proposed parking lot will exceed CFT’s 15% limit on non-vegetative impervious surfaces, the city would need to record a CFT covenant on a proportionate amount of Jenkins Creek Park adjacent to the target parcel in order to comply with the 15% limit (the park is currently unencumbered with a conservation deed restriction).
The Committee recommends full funding of $420,000 CFT in annual dollars. The Committee suggests that the portion of Jenkins Creek Park encumbered with CFT covenants should be adjacent to the newly acquired property.

Des Moines’ Midway Park Expansion project adds additional much-needed open space in the Pacific Ridge neighborhood. This neighborhood is bounded by SR 99 to the west and I-5 to the east, and includes over 30,000 residents with very low income levels, poor health metrics, and high racial and language diversity. Midway Park is the only park serving this neighborhood. Nearby there is a 100%

affordable housing development under construction for more than 300 units. The city and its partners already make significant community-focused investments at this park such as afterschool programs, free lunch programs, summer camps, movie nights, and a community garden. Just east of the park, a Puget Sound Energy (PSE) parcel that functions as open space may be impacted by utility expansion. This award builds on a Phase 1 award last year, which allowed Des Moines to use match waiver CFT funding to add two parcels (0.38 acres) to the west side Midway Park. Successful acquisition with this new award would allow the city to add two parcels immediately south of the recent transactions (0.4 acres).
The Committee recommends full funding of $1,890,000 CFT in bond dollars. As with Phase 1 last year, the Committee determines that this project merits a match waiver, recognizing that the opportunities to provide additional open space in this neighborhood are very limited by geography. The Committee encourages the city to work with PSE to determine if their parcel can be preserved as open space.
SCOPE ADJUSTMENT
The Committee approves a scope clarification to make these Phase 2 parcels primary targets in the scope of the remaining Phase 1 funds from last year’s award:

This project seeks to preserve 29-acre Camp Kilworth in Federal Way, as a partnership between Forterra, the local advocacy group KEEP (Kilworth Environmental Education Preserve), and the Greater Seattle YMCA. The camp and its historic buildings served generations of Boy Scouts until it closed in 2016. The regionally significant site contains mature forest that offers wildlife habitat to native bird and plant species, and undeveloped saltwater shoreline near the feeder banks for Dumas Bay which is critical habitat for ocean-going salmon. Forterra is working to buy and hold the property, as the partners conduct a multi-year fundraising effort. The partners envision that the YMCA would own the underlying fee, and Forterra would use the CFT funding to purchase a conservation easement on the undeveloped portions of the site. The applicants are requesting a match waiver on the basis that the population served by the project merits a match waiver, as the YMCA will partner with under-served local communities and school districts to provide much-needed programming for outdoor recreation and environmental education for South King County youth.
The Committee recommends partial funding of $1,000,000 CFT in annual dollars, which is the maximum possible award that requires a match. Forterra could use this award if they can match it  with habitat grants or other sources of funds in the next year. The Committee is strongly supportive of protecting this site and the partnership vision. The Committee did not approve a match waiver for the project this year, but encourages the applicant to reapply next year for the remaining funding and a match waiver determination, which could be applied retroactively to this year’s award. For a match waiver, the applicant will need to further demonstrate that the populations the YMCA will serve at the

site will meet the intent of the match waiver; that public access will be available on the property (may be limited if needed to accommodate camp uses); and the YMCA must purchase the underlying fee.

Forterra’s Arrowhead project will protect one of the last unprotected parcels of forest and undeveloped shoreline on northeastern Lake Washington. This regionally significant project expands the northwestern edge of 316-acre Saint Edward State Park in Kenmore. The mature forest provides critical habitat and wildlife corridors along the lakeshore, which is potentially important for Lake Washington salmonids. Acquisition prevents sale and subdivision for up to 25 building lots based on current zoning. The project vision is that State Parks would own the underlying fee to the 6.46-acre parcel, and Forterra would use the CFT funding to purchase a conservation easement on the property. Matching funds would come from State Parks’ request for WWRP – Urban Wildlife Habitat RCO funding in summer 2021.
The Committee recommends full funding of $2,000,000 CFT in annual dollars.

GROW’s Ballard P-Patch project, in partnership with Save Ballard P-Patch and the Seattle Department of Neighborhoods, would preserve the Ballard P-Patch in north Seattle. The P-Patch operates on privately owned land that is being sold. Successful acquisition would permanently protect this community garden, which also represents a greenspace amenity to the surrounding neighborhood. The Ballard P-Patch is a part of the City of Seattle’s P-Patch program, providing annual donations of more than 2,500 lbs. of produce to the Ballard Food Bank and accessible gardening opportunities for all abilities. This funding would be awarded to GROW, which serves as a P-Patch land trust and the nonprofit fiscal sponsor for the Ballard P-Patch, and which the County determined was an eligible nonprofit nature conservancy under CFT policies. The Ballard P-Patch was the subject of a motion sponsored by Councilmember Kohl-Welles encouraging priority be given to this project. GROW plans to purchase the 0.66-acre community garden from the landowner in mid-July 2020 working with a buy-and-hold partner. A combination of secured private donations and anticipated funds from city, state, and county grant sources (2020-2022) will contribute to the purchase and serve as match; the sellers’ donation of a portion of the property value can also match CFT.
The Committee recommends full funding of $1,256,000 CFT in bond dollars.

This partnership between Historic Seattle Preservation and Development Authority (PDA) and Seattle Parks will preserve the historic Turner-Koepf House and Garden in the Beacon Hill neighborhood of Seattle. The landmarked home and garden was recently purchased by a private party who intends to develop townhouses on the parcel. Historic Seattle would use its own funding to purchase the home and the underlying fee. Seattle Parks would use CFT funding to purchase a conservation easement on much of the open space on the parcel (on a footprint which meets the 15% limit on non-vegetated impervious surfaces), Historic Seattle would have a tenant organization manage community use of the house, and the grounds will be open to the public as a park. The applicants requested a match waiver, as the site meets income and health data levels for a match waiver, and has no functional open space nearby (it did not qualify automatically because there is a traffic circle on Beacon Avenue which is owned by Seattle Parks – other than this traffic circle this area experiences one of the largest open space gaps in Seattle’s urban centers). This award would allow Seattle Parks to purchase a conservation easement and partner with Historic Seattle to acquire the 0.41-acre parcel, providing permanent open space along with the community-driven use of the landmark building.
The Committee recommends full funding of $1,512,700 CFT in bond dollars. The Committee determines that the project merits a match waiver, noting that this project could easily be viewed as meeting all three criteria since the traffic circle should not count as functional open space, and that there was demonstrated community support for the project.

Kent proposes to add to the 45 acres of forested wetlands and McSorley Creek stream corridor that they currently own, continuing ongoing land acquisition to protect and restore this wetland system. This wetland complex provides water quality benefits, wildlife habitat, community separator function, and potential trail or viewpoint opportunity within a largely developed area. This corridor contains McSorley Creek, a stream which supports chinook in its lower reaches near Saltwater State Park, and coho near Pacific Highway and the project site. The proposed acquisition is supported by a several regional organizations such as WRIA 9, King Conservation District, and Rainier Audubon. Kent requests a match waiver on the basis that site meets two of the three criteria to qualify as an “opportunity area” and that the site would provide a meaningful public amenity, and provide environmental education and recreation opportunity to improve quality of life for nearby

communities. The request targets three parcels, 15 acres, owned by one landowner on the southwest side of the wetland and adjacent to an apartment complex.
The Committee recommends partial funding of $184,000 CFT in annual dollars. If the city can provide match funding, the funding may be utilized this year. The Committee does not approve a match waiver for this project at this time. While there is evidence of support by many regional groups, the Committee would like to see more local community engagement and support for the project, and a plan for future public use of the property and the broader wetland complex as has been proposed by the city. The Committee invites the applicant to reapply for the remaining funding next year after taking the recommended actions to merit a match waiver, which could be applied retroactively to this award.

*This $500,000 PL funding is only recommended if the additional $1.254M of Parks Levy is available (which will bring available PL to a total of $11M). If not available, recommended PL funding is $0. Recommended CFT funding remains the same.
This project will fill a key gap in the Eastrail corridor by completing the southern extension of the trail to the entry of Gene Coulon Park. This regionally significant acquisition would create a connection to Renton’s on-street sidewalk and bicycle network, and eventually to future extensions of the Lake to Sound and Cedar River Trails. The trail currently terminates and riders are forced to use an on-street connection on Lake Washington Boulevard N. Renton is an active partner in working on this transaction. The project seeks to purchase fee and/or easement on a 9.6-acre property owned by BNSF railroad, which has indicated that they would be interested in discussing a potential transaction.

The Committee recommends partial funding of $2,000,000 total, consisting of $1,500,000 CFT in annual dollars and $500,000 PL dollars (which are only available if the additional $1.254M of PL is awarded to projects). If this additional funding is not available, then the award would be $1,500,000 CFT in annual dollars and $0 PL dollars. The Committee encourages the County to make progress on an agreement with BNSF, and anticipates that the applicant may return next year with a request for the remaining funding.

This project would extend the existing Lake to Sound Trail eastward 1.3 miles to complete Segment D of the trail, with the preferred route being along BNSF right-of-way. The Lake to Sound Trail is a regionally important recreational amenity connecting south King County cities and the regional trails network. This project is a critical next step in completing the regional trail corridor, securing right-of- way from the terminus of Segment A at the Black River Forest to Barnett Ave S. in Renton, where the future Segment E would be developed. The applicant applied for a match waiver on the basis of serving nearby neighborhoods where the low incomes, high hospitalization rates, and demographic characteristics merit a match waiver. The award would allow the County to acquire fee or easement on 4.86 acres over two parcels owned by BNSF, to add to the Lake to Sound Trail.
The Committee recommends full funding of $2,300,000 CFT in bond dollars. The Committee determines that this project merits a match waiver. Lake to Sound Trail Segment D will provide numerous nearby access points for adjacent neighborhoods, and will be a local open space recreational amenity. Furthermore, the regional trail provides a much-needed connection between various neighborhoods and South King County cities. The Committee asks that the applicant implement targeted engagement during 2020, as a first part of a multi-year comprehensive engagement plan over the duration of the project, and report back to the CFT coordinator by the time awards are approved late in the year. For example, establish connections with at least 2-3 local community organizations in Skyway and Renton to discuss the project and neighborhood connectivity; develop a comprehensive engagement plan for project implementation; beginning to work with a consultant to guide that process.

Kirkland proposes to acquire a 0.23-acre parcel that has a stormwater outfall on it, located near Denny Creek. The vegetated parcel is the site of an unpermitted stormwater system discharge, where nearby runoff outfalls to the parcel and infiltrates. If the parcel were to develop, the city would be required to build stormwater infrastructure to address the discharge (e.g. detention or treatment vaults). The city seeks to purchase the parcel to continue the stormwater infiltration function of the parcel and avoid installation of a stormwater system. The city has allocated funding from the Kirkland Surface Water Acquisition Fund to serve as match.
The Committee does not recommend funding for this project. Lake Forest Park seeks to acquire 1.91 acres of lakefront property as a future city park. The city lacks a destination for public water access to Lake Washington. Lyon Creek Waterfront Preserve is located next door, but public water access is limited as most of the site is a creek delta. The target property is located near the Burke-Gilman Trail and may serve as a nearby stopping point for trail visitors to use, making the project regionally significant. The site has a home and several cabins, mature vegetation, and a dock on Lake Washington. Forterra has completed a buy and hold on the two parcels that comprise the 1.91 acres. The city is working with King County to use a King County Parks Levy earmark of up to $2.5 million towards the project, and seeks additional funding from RCO to complete the purchase in 2021. The CFT funding plus an equal amount of matching funds will restrict approximately 0.5 acres of lake front property to CFT-eligible activities; the remainder of the parcels may be more intensively developed or used for more active recreation than allowed under CFT policies.

Mercer Island proposes to acquire additional lakefront property next to the I-90 Boat Launch in Aubrey Davis Park. The city plans to reduce invasive vegetation, restore native vegetation, and enhance the nearshore environment. The public already has created trails across the site, and the city can improve public access to the shoreline. The site is the location of the original Mercer Island bridge as commemorated by a plaque at the boat launch, and a concrete pad from the bridge embankment remains on site. Renton is working to further expand the May Creek Greenway on its westernmost extent, between I-405 and Lake Washington Boulevard. SeaTac proposes to acquire several acres to allow westward expansion and new access opportunities at Des Moines Creek Park. This project is regionally significant, as it will provide a parking lot and trailhead for the Des Moines Creek Trail as part of the Lake to Sound Trail corridor. Overall, the city seeks to acquire up to 9 acres of surplus WSDOT right-of-way near S 200th Street and 18th Ave S. Building on last year’s award that will fund several acres of open space ($1.1 million CFT matched with $1.1 million of secured city funds), this new award will allow the city to acquire a few additional acres of WSDOT land. The city and WSDOT are still in negotiation so actual acreage protected with last year’s and this year’s awards will be determined by the negotiated purchase price. The city still needs budget appropriation during 2020 for the match for the requested funds.

Seattle’s project will preserve a major forested inholding in the East Duwamish Greenbelt along Beacon Hill, in a highly visible stretch along I-5 between South Columbian Way and South Dakota Street. At 21 acres in size, this is the largest privately owned, residentially zoned landholding in the city, and it has been proposed for up to 124 homes if developed. Successful acquisition would preserve tree canopy and wildlife habitat connecting other Parks-owned properties in the greenbelt. This proposal has strong community support, including El Centro de La Raza and Beacon Hill Council, which will serve on a community steering committee for the property to inform the vision for future restoration and public use. The applicant requested a match waiver on the basis of the nearby populations’ low incomes, high hospitalization rates, and other demographic characteristics relevant to a match waiver; the isolation of this part of Beacon Hill from Jefferson Park due to nearby arterials; and the significant negative impacts of air and noise pollution resulting from the loss of tree canopy. This request represents just part of the funding that is needed for the city to purchase 21 acres. The full price will be determined as the city works with the landowner to secure a purchase and sale agreement.
The Committee recommends full funding of $1,000,000 CFT in annual dollars. The Committee determines that this project merits a match waiver. The Committee invites the city to return with an

additional request for the remaining funding for the site, which will also be eligible a match waiver based on the current determination.

Seattle seeks to acquire several frequently flooded properties along Taylor Creek within Lakeridge Park to connect public ownership in the greenspace and aid restoration efforts of Taylor Creek by Seattle Public Utilities (SPU). SPU is making improvements to Taylor Creek that will address localized flooding, sediment deposition, fish passage barrier removal, replacement of aging culverts, sewer overflows, and salmon habitat improvements. Removing the homes creates the opportunity to restore Taylor Creek’s floodplain, eliminate the need for a sedimentation pond, and increase the connectivity of this greenspace. The award will allow the city to purchase one 0.25-acre parcel, out of four inholding properties that total 1 acre. Seattle has allocated Park District Funds to serve as match.

Shoreline proposes to acquire a 0.32-acre parcel as part of a larger park development vision. The proposed park would serve the city’s 185th Street Light Rail Station Subarea, by providing an open space opportunity within this rapidly growing area that has been recently upzoned. The city envisions a park that includes both active and passive recreation areas, the latter including the parcel targeted for CFT funding. Rotary Park currently consists of one small park built within the right-of-way of NE 185th Street and 10th Avenue NE; the future vision requires additional land acquisition and incorporates the use of Seattle City Light transmission corridor and substation. The target parcel is the northernmost of three parcels along 10th Ave NE; whether the two adjacent parcels will develop or be conserved as a park is still uncertain. The city has secured council bond funds to serve as match for this proposal.
The Committee does not recommend funding at this time. The Committee supports the concept of greenspace near the light rail station. The Committee was concerned about the uncertainty of what will happen with the parcels south of the target site, if those develop there could be 70-foot-tall buildings adjacent to the CFT target parcel, and it would be permanently disconnected from the current park. The Committee encourages further work to determine whether the three parcels can be protected as a whole, as that outcome fundamentally changes the potential for Rotary Park expansion. The Committee also encourages further work to demonstrate how the adjacent Seattle City Light land can be part of the larger park vision.

Snoqualmie seeks to acquire two of the remaining 16 residential, riverfront parcels with houses along the Snoqualmie River in this regionally significant project. Following acquisition, residential buildings will be removed/demolished, and integrated into larger restoration projects. The proposed acquisitions are in the FEMA-designated 100-year floodway and have suffered repetitive flood damage; they also pose the primary risk to natural processes in this reach through residential activity. The city recognizes that the river reach presents aesthetic, cultural, passive recreation and restoration opportunities, and aims to acquire reach properties for open space, riparian habitat restoration, and to provide a Riverwalk trail. This project will acquire undeveloped, forested land adjacent to Cougar Mountain Regional Wildland Park. Acquisition of these properties would protect remaining undeveloped parcels on the edges of Cougar Mountain. Cougar Mountain expansion has been a long-term priority for King County Parks and is supported by Issaquah, Mountains to Sound Greenway Trust and other local conservation organizations. The contiguous open space across Cougar Mountain, Squak Mountain, and Tiger Mountain provides regionally important wildlife habitat and recreational opportunities outside of Bellevue and Issaquah. The project scope includes approximately 81 acres, including DeLeo Wall on southwest Cougar Mountain (working in partnership with Newcastle which received CFT funding last year toward the purchase), and additional targets on the northeast portion of Cougar Mountain. Past Parks Levy cash and land match contribute match toward the project.
The Committee recommends partial funding of $1,650,000 total, consisting of $800,000 CFT in annual dollars, $550,000 CFT in bond dollars, and $300,000 PL dollars. The Committee anticipates that the applicant may return with an additional request for funding next year for additional parcels.

This project would expand the Eastrail right-of-way through a narrow corridor between Chateau Ste. Michelle and a farm in the Sammamish Agricultural Production District. The acquisition would provide additional right-of-way width in order to accommodate the development of a full-width

regional trail with adequate drainage facilities, as the County works to complete a critical link in the Eastrail where it connects to the Sammamish River Trail. This part of the trail will see heavy use in support of popular visitor destinations like Chateau Ste. Michelle and Columbia Winery, and this is a regionally significant project. This award will add a 1.25 acre, 20-foot-wide strip to the existing Eastrail corridor. The proposed acquisition is on farmland protected by a King County Farmland Preservation Program deed and agreement, so there will be detailed work with the county agriculture program to ensure acquisition conforms to farmland covenants.
The Committee recommends full funding of $100,000 total, consisting of $50,000 CFT in annual dollars and $50,000 PL dollars.

This project scope is to acquire up to 24 acres (25 parcels) in the Hollywood Hills neighborhood of unincorporated rural King County. While the plan to conserve the property is not fully formulated, the property could preserve forest and trails on the northern half, pasture and equestrian uses on the southern half (possibly owned or managed by a partner), and a trail corridor along the western edge that would provide equestrians and walkers a connection between Gold Creek Park to the north and the Tolt Pipeline Trail to the south. It is likely the forested portion of the property would generate forest carbon credits, and that all the property would generate transferable development rights (TDRs).
The Committee recommends partial funding of $800,000 total, consisting of $400,000 CFT in annual dollars and $400,000 PL dollars. The Committee recommends the County focus first on securing trail easements on the western side of the properties for a north-south trail connection. The Committee anticipates that the applicant may return with an additional request for funding in the future, but recognizes that the full project scope may exceed what is feasible to purchase with available funding sources.

This project will expand McGarvey Park Open Space by preserving up to 35 acres of adjacent forested land in fee or easement. The acquisition would preserve forest cover and expand the network trails on nearby open space including McGarvey Park Open Space, Wetland 14 Natural Area, and
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Spring Lake/Lake Desire Park. The property may be eligible to create transferable development rights and/or carbon credits which county staff will explore during the appraisal process. This proposal was the subject of a motion sponsored by Councilmember Dunn encouraging priority be given to this project. The focus of the application is just the forested portion of parcels that surround the footprint of a former Nike missile silo. The County may explore the silo area in the future depending on the outcome of site evaluation.
The Committee recommends partial funding of $500,000 total, consisting of $250,000 CFT in annual dollars and $250,000 PL dollars. The County is early on in work on the property so this is an initial award recognizing the more work is needed. Environmental review and landowner discussions are among the steps needed to determine the acquisition approach. The Committee had concerns about environmental and safety issues posed by the Nike missile silo and nearby coal mine hazards. The Committee suggests that the County might consider starting with acquisition on the eastern side closest to the existing site. This award could be enough to purchase a desired property interest depending on the extent of what the County seeks to acquire, or the award could be used on a phased acquisition, or it could be held and combined with an additional request for funding next year.

This project will acquire properties in the Bear Creek watershed to fill gaps of public ownership along creeks, provide open space connectivity, and preserve regionally significant Chinook spawning habitat. Acquisition of land in the Bear Creek Basin is an identified priority in the WRIA 8 Chinook Recovery Plan and 2017 Plan update, in the Bear Creek Waterways 2000 program, and in the WRIA  8 Salmon Recovery Council priority projects. Bear Creek is on the Clean Water Act Section 303(d) list and has a Total Maximum Daily Load (TMDL) Improvement Plan for temperature. The project scope targets up to 14 acres including several King County Roads surplus properties, portions of larger parcels along Bear Creek which will enable habitat restoration projects to be implemented, and a parcel within a set of lands that represents the largest remaining opportunity to protect existing
high-quality Chinook habitat on Cottage Lake Creek.
The Committee recommends partial funding of $1,000,000 total, consisting of $150,000 CFT in annual dollars, $400,000 CFT in bond dollars, and $450,000 PL dollars. The annual CFT dollars should be spent on the King County Roads parcels (not bond dollars, due to financial policies). The CFT award includes $100,000 that will need to be matched in order to be spent, either from upcoming land donations or other acquisition grants. The Committee anticipates that the applicant may return with an additional request for funding next year.

The project goal is to preserve a unique 14-acre public property as an urban greenspace in the West Hill/Skyway neighborhood. The proposal continues King County Parks’ work to increase public green space in unincorporated urban communities. King County Parks seeks to purchase a property that the King County Department of Community and Human Services (DCHS) has declared surplus to their needs, as it is not feasible to build an affordable housing development there. DCHS will work over the next year to conduct comprehensive community engagement and identify an alternative site for an affordable housing development. King County Parks will participate in the engagement to gain community input on the proposal to preserve this site as open space. The site’s mature forest and wetlands are at the headwaters of Taylor Creek, adjacent to other public lands and just west of Seattle’s Lakeridge Park, and have potential for public use and trails. The applicant has requested a match waiver, on the basis that the neighborhood meets income and health criteria, as well as other demographic and economic factors to support a match waiver (though it does not qualify automatically because of nearby open space at Lakeridge Park).
The Committee recommends partial funding of $100,000 CFT in annual dollars. The Committee determines the award would receive a conditional match waiver that only applies to this year’s award. The conditional match waiver demonstrates support for this early project vision and this project’s potential as a match waiver project. The applicant can return for full evaluation of a match waiver during a future award cycle when they apply for the remaining funding. To demonstrate qualification for a match waiver, King County Parks should be able to show community engagement and support for the project, partnering with DCHS on the planned outreach during 2020/2021.

This project would expand the Soos Creek Park and Trail corridor, conserving forested upland and wetlands on the border of Renton and unincorporated King County. The project is split between WRIA 9/Soos Creek basin and WRIA 8/Molasses Creek basin. The application scope identifies up to 70 acres: two Renton Housing Authority (RHA) properties (one vacant, one with a home), two adjacent strips of land, a few parcels to the east along Molasses Creek, and one large wetland parcel

to the north next to Renton Park. The County noted plans for additional community engagement. The RHA parcels were the subject of a motion sponsored by Councilmember Dunn encouraging priority be given to this project.

This regionally significant project continues longtime conservation work on the middle Green River and Newaukum Creek. The middle Green River is of great significance in WRIA 9 for its high quality salmonid spawning and rearing habitat, and already has extensive corridors of public land owned by King County and Washington State Parks. Newaukum Creek is also a key chinook salmon and steelhead spawning habitat area, with a forested ravine in its lower reaches, and upper reaches surrounded by wetlands on the Enumclaw Plateau. Newaukum Creek is on the Clean Water Act Section 303(d) list and has a Total Maximum Daily Load (TMDL) Improvement Plan for water quality. There are numerous priority parcels across the Green River corridor and lower and middle Newaukum Creek basins. This project has partial land match from parcels purchased with Ecology grant funds, and more potential funding from Ecology “WREC” for restoration.
The Committee recommends partial funding of $2,960,000 total, consisting of $419,441 CFT in annual dollars, $1,560,559 CFT in bond dollars, and $980,000 PL dollars. This partial award should allow for the purchase of about 5 target parcels, 80-90 acres. A property in middle Newaukum Creek that may have a portion surplused should be purchased with annual, not bond, CFT dollars. The Committee anticipates that the applicant may return with an additional request for funding next year for additional parcels.

This project will fund the acquisition undeveloped open space in the urban unincorporated area (the East Federal Way potential annexation area) which would serve as a local park for the nearby area. This area is experiencing increasing levels of development, but lacks nearby parks. As this project is next to an elementary and middle school, King County may partner with Trust for Public Land’s Greener Schoolyards program to establish a play area. Local community engagement will help identify outdoor passive recreation amenities and wildlife habitat restoration opportunities. This project would expand Dick Thurnau Park to provide additional open spaces directly connected to the White Center Community HUB affordable housing project. This development will co-locate family-scale affordable housing with essential community, education, and health services. The development is a partnership between King County DCHS and community partners such as the White Center Community Development Association and Southwest Youth and Family Services. The proposed acquisition complements the development by purchasing three adjacent lots. The lots will create a greenspace setting surrounding the development, offer locally focused open space benefits for residents and the public such as community gardening or small play areas, and provide transition between the development and the park. The applicant requested a match waiver on the basis of the local populations meeting health, income, and other demographic and socioeconomic criteria that would merit a match waiver. While the property is adjacent to a large park, there are unique benefits to this proposal to create locally focused greenspace that complements the affordable housing development. The CFT funding award would allow for purchase of 1 acre of land across three parcels.
The Committee recommends full funding of $1,600,000 CFT in bond dollars. The Committee determines that this project merits a match waiver, recognizing the unique benefit provided by adding greenspace that complements the affordable housing project. While the Committee supports this project, it encourages the County to identify new urban greenspaces in under-served areas which lack existing open space.

This project will acquire parcels along Boise Creek that will offer habitat restoration potential and add to public land along the creek. As a tributary to the White River, Boise Creek offers critical habitat for a spring run of Chinook salmon that is near extinction, making this a regionally significant acquisition. Boise Creek has poor aquatic and riparian habitat, low abundance of in-stream wood and pools, and lack of off channel habitats. Boise Creek is listed on Ecology’s 303d list of impaired water bodies due to high summer water temperatures, and has a TMDL recommending riparian restoration to help mitigate temperatures. The award will focus on purchasing two parcels totaling 5.2 acres, located to east of the Middle Boise Creek Natural Area. A portion of the site with a field and historic

barn may be segregated from the parcel before acquisition through a boundary line adjustment, or surplused after acquisition. The rest of the site will be revegetated and restored.

This project will acquire a final inholding in the Foothills Trail corridor and along Boise Creek near the White River. This project would acquire an entryway and trailhead into the recently protected Little Lake Forest on the edge of Enumclaw. Little Lake Forest is 155 acres directly connected to hundreds of thousands of acres of forest in the Forest Production District (FPD), extending east to the Cascade Mountains. This target parcel contains the only length of private road leading into Little Lake Forest, so acquisition will allow the County to open up public access to the site by creating a public parking lot and trailhead entrance. There has been strong community interest in site planning and trailhead creation for Little Lake Forest. The site can support a large parking lot as the 15% non-vegetative impervious surface limit would be applied across the whole 160-acre CFT-funded site. The award would allow a 5.1-acre parcel adjacent to Little Lake Forest. The parcel was acquired by Forterra as a buy-and-hold purchase on behalf of the County.

The Committee recommends partial funding of $880,000 total, consisting of $440,000 CFT in bond dollars and $440,000 PL dollars. This funding level represents the amount needed to complete the buy-and-hold obligation with Forterra at the end of 2020.

This proposal continues long-time work conserving forested open space in southwestern Vashon Island near Camp Sealth and the recently established Frog Holler Forest. The project is regionally significant as it helps the long-term protection of Camp Sealth, where portions of the property were placed under conservation easement about 10 years ago, but a large part of the site is not permanently protected. Additional parcels targeted in this application include 395 acres of forest lands adding to Frog Holler Forest that support wildlife for a variety of birds, mammals and amphibians, and contain tributary headwaters less than one-half mile from the Puget Sound Shoreline. The priorities in the request are easements on two southern parcels at Camp Sealth, and completion of an easement on Nashi Orchard in partnership with the agriculture program.
The Committee recommends partial funding of $800,000 total, consisting of $400,000 CFT in bond dollars and $400,000 PL dollars. The Committee anticipates that the applicant may return with an additional request for funding next year for additional parcels. The permanent conservation of Camp Sealth is of particular interest to the Committee.

This project represents the start of a new acquisition focus on southwest Maury Island, initially targeting an easement acquisition on a Dockton Water Association property. This project targets acquisitions at Maury Island Marine Park, most notably a set of four long-sought- after parcels to create a trail connection from the Marine Park to Dockton Forest. The eventual acquisition of four primary target parcels (15 acres) would allow King County to build a multiuse trail that connects hundreds of acres of public open space at Maury Island Marine Park and Dockton Forest. The applicant has also identified a one-acre parcel to the north as a potential trailhead facility in the future as it provides access off a main arterial road.
The Committee does not recommend funding for this project at this time. The Committee does not see the one-acre parcel as a priority, and believes that adjacent public land could provide a similar trailhead opportunity. The Committee strongly supports the acquisition of the four contiguous parcels, but it was very clear during the review discussions that the landowner was still not ready to reach an agreement with the County on price using established county valuation practices. This project will target acquisitions near Neill Point Natural Area on southeastern Vashon Island. There are two focus areas for this application. One focus area is the undeveloped 78 acres at Morningside Farm, with forests, meadows, views of Puget Sound and access to the shoreline. The other focus area is 3 acres in two parcels on the south end of Vashon Island on the southern side of Neill Point Natural Area, the acquisition of which would prevent potential extension of a road through the natural area on an existing access easement.
