Project: East Link Connections Mobility Project
Primary Locations: Bellevue, Redmond, Issaquah, Kirkland, Mercer Island, Seattle 
Background
The East Link Connections Mobility Project is an updated transit network that connects Metro services with the Link 2 line, responds to community-identified needs, and grows transit by restoring service hours suspended during the pandemic. The project responds to community-identified needs by offering increased frequency along key corridors, more service on nights and weekends, new and improved connections with key destinations, and connections to Link light rail. These proposed changes align with the priorities heard during community engagement and changes in ridership dynamics over the past several years, including the addition of more weekend and night service and the reinvestment of service hours from peak-only commuter service to all-day service. 
If adopted, the proposed Ordinance would add eight new routes, revise 16 routes, and delete 20 routes for the network serving the eight currently operating 2 Line stations and four future 2 Line stations which will operate as part of the full 2 Line Link light rail service between Chinatown-International District Station and Downtown Redmond Station. 
Proposed changes also include the addition of approximately 160,000 service hours, which includes the restoration of all suspended service for project area routes consistent with Metro’s Service Recovery Plan adopted by Council in 2023 and an additional investment to reinstate hours reduced during the pandemic to address congestion levels. Significant changes and service hour restoration in this proposal is planned for fall 2025. The balance of remaining changes and restorations would take place at subsequent service changes after the opening of the full Link light rail 2 Line and as Metro’s workforce allows. 
The integration of the Metro bus system with Link light rail will offer current and future Metro customers faster, more frequent, and more reliable connections to jobs, education, and other opportunities, and will advance equitable outcomes. East Link Connections Mobility Project prioritized outreach and engagement with those whose voices have traditionally not been sufficiently included nor considered in transit decisions.
