SUBJECT

Proposed Motion 2008-0176 would confirm the executive’s appointment of Andrew Schmid to the King County Conservation Futures Citizen Oversight Committee.

BACKGROUND

Conservation Futures Tax ("CFT") funds are collected as a dedicated portion of the property tax and are available only for the acquisition of open space and resource lands.  

King County code establishes a process for an annual allocation of CFT funds through a citizen-based process conducted by the Conservation Futures Citizen Oversight Committee ("COC").  The COC is an advisory body and programs CFT funds not allocated by the Council in the annual budget through a competitive application process.  The COC is comprised of 16 members, one from each council district and 3 at-large members.

CONSERVATION FUTURES CITIZEN OVERSIGHT COMMITTEE CANDIDATE:

Proposed Motion 2008-0176, Andrew Schmid:  Mr. Schmid lives in Seattle (District 1).  He has served as a legislative aide to the King County Council and the State Senate Democratic Caucus.  Currently, Mr. Schmid is employed by Sound Transit as a Government Relations Specialist.  Mr. Schmid received his BA from Whitman College in Political Science (1989), and graduated from Bainbridge Island High School in 1985.  
Mr. Schmid’s appointment is for a partial term, set to expire on December 31, 2009.
