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SUBJECT

Proposed Motion 2018-0236 would confirm the Executive’s appointment of Philippa Kassover, who resides in District 1 and is a Lake Forest Park City Councilmember, to the King County Solid Waste Advisory Committee, filling a local elected official position nominated by the Sound Cities Association, for the remainder of a three-year term to expire on September 30, 2020.

BACKGROUND 

The King County Solid Waste Advisory Committee (SWAC) was established in 1984 to provide for coordination and information exchange between the groups represented on the SWAC about solid waste issues and also to provide on going public input and advice to King County on solid waste management issues including the marketing and use of recycled materials.” [footnoteRef:1] [1:  K.C.C 10.28.010] 


The SWAC is specifically charged with advising and making recommendations to the Executive on:

All aspects of solid waste planning;
The development of programs and policies concerning solid waste management; 
Solid waste management rules, policies or ordinances prior to their adoption; and
The development of programs and policies for reusing materials and for promoting the use of products manufactured from recycled materials, including strategies to develop markets, particularly local markets, for the use of recycled and recyclable materials.[footnoteRef:2] [2:  K.C.C. 10.28.030] 


SWAC is a volunteer committee[footnoteRef:3] with between nine and 20 members whose membership represents a balance of interests among the following groups: [3:  K.C.C. 10.28.060] 




Citizens
Public interest groups
Business
The waste management industry
Local elected public officials
The recycle industry
Manufacturers located in King County
Marketing and education interests

The membership of the SWAC must include one representative from each of the two bargaining units representing the greatest number of solid waste division (SWD) employees.[footnoteRef:4]   [4:  K.C.C. 10.28.020 (Representatives of the bargaining units may be county employees)] 


Nominees are appointed by the Executive and confirmed by the Council by motion.[footnoteRef:5]    [5:  K.C.C. 10-28.040] 


Phillippa Kassover

The Honorable Phillippa Kassover is an elected City Councilmember for the City of Lake Forest Park.

As noted above, Councilmember Kassover would be appointed to fill a local elected official position nominated by the Sound Cities Association, for the remainder of a three-year term to expire on September 30, 2020. 

Councilmember Kassover notes that she has served as a member of the Metropolitan Solid Waste Management Advisory Committee (MSWMAC) since 2015. The MSWMAC represents each city with a signed interlocal agreement participating in the County’s solid waste system to advise the Executive, the Council, and the Solid Waste Interlocal Forum of participating cities in the development of the solid waste management system, including the Solid Waste Comprehensive Management Plan.[footnoteRef:6]  [6:  K.C.C. 10.25.110]
