SUBJECT:  AN ORDINANCE relating to the change of name of King County Water District No.19 to “Water District 19.”
BACKGROUND:  
King County Water District No. 19 is located on Vashon Island. 

Name changes for water districts are authorized by RCW 57.04.065. Any district may apply to change its name by filing a resolution adopted by a majority of its board of commissioners.  All existing obligations and contracts of the district entered into under its former name remain in place after the name change. 
July 9, 2002, the King County Water District No. 19 Board of Commissioners resolved by majority vote to change the name of the district to “Water District 19”. 

The district’s rationale for the change is that inclusion of “King County” in the district’s name has resulted in confusion for citizens who assume that the district is a King County agency. The resolution notes that existing obligations and contracts under the former name would be unaffected by the name change.
