Subject:   An ordinance amending three low-impact development and Built Green demonstration projects in accordance with K.C.C. 21A.55.010. 
Background:   HIS In 2003, the council adopted Ordinance 14622 (Low Impact Development/Built Green Ordinance) authorizing three experimental projects.  One of those projects is the Greenbridge development in White Center that has been under construction for the past year by the King County Housing Authority (KHCA).   This mixed income housing development will ultimately provide over 900 units of new single family and multi-family housing units. 
Recently, KCHA excerised an opportunity to acquire a few infill parcels around the perimeter of Greenbridge development site, that were not included in the original description of the project boundaries attached to the Ordinance 14622.  

ORDINANCE Summary:  In order to develop them in conjunction with Greenbridge, Proposed Ordinance 2006-0448 proposes to:

· Modify the boundary description  in the ordinance,
· Allow the areas to be developed in the same manner and style as the main project, 
· Add flexibility for density when providing rental housing is permanently priced to serve low-income senior citizens,

· Alter the certain development deadlines from December 31, 2006 to 2007.  (Note:  Ordinance 14622 contemplated that the original Greenbridge project would complete the plat process within a certain time period, which it has.  The addition of extra parcels for development requires an extension of the original timeframe.),
· Eliminate process glitches that made the permits more cumbersome both the KCHA and DDES by adding conditional use permits and clearing grading permits to the list of actions for which a modification could be requested,
· Modify some of the original time lines for the life of permits which appeared to allow some approvals to last indefinitely, by establishing a deadline for completion mutually agreeable to DDES and KCHA,
· Clarify that a code modification or waiver approved for the demonstration project is effective during the validity of the underlying development permit or for forty-eight months, whichever is longer, and

· Clarify that a code modification or waiver application is vested to the standards in place upon the date it is filed.
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
